The first order of business was the selection and nomination of the Chair and Vice-Chair.

Motion was made by Steve Kiss to nominate Mike Manus as Board Chair.  Motion was seconded by Karen Skoog.  Motion carried.

Motion was made by Steve Kiss to nominate Karen Skoog as Board Vice-Chair.  Motion was seconded by Mike Manus.  Motion carried.
Auditor’s Director of Operations Tina Olson met to discuss accounts payable and the need for Board review and approval of vouchers.   Also present were Auditor Marianne Nichols and Data Processing Coordinator Jill Shacklett.  J. Shacklett noted these are standard reports that their office provides to the Board.  She also discussed the State Auditor’s changing of the Bars Code and finalizing the 2013 budget once those Bars Codes have been set by the State.  M. Nichols discussed the budget status reports the Board will receive on the various budgets.

Sheriff Alan Botzheim discussed Corrections Department staffing and requested to hire a Correctional Officer pending completion of pre-employment checks.     Motion was made by K. Sheriff Botzheim discussed risk management within the Corrections Department, noting the Risk Pool has recommended the Department have a Corrections Department Policy and Procedure Manual and has offered to pay 50% of the cost for preparation of that manual.   The cost to the County will be approximately $2700.00 which is in the Sheriff’s budget.

Other items discussed were:   building security on a county-wide basis and the possible housing of inmates from other entities.

T. Miller presented a resolution adopting the County’s 2013 regular property tax levy rate for 2013 tax collection.  Motion was made by K. Skoog to adopt the property tax levy rates resolution.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss and passed unanimously.

Prosecuting Attorney Tom Metzger discussed various matters, including Municipal Research Service Center regarding the Public Records Act and Open Public Meetings Act.

Skoog will be the point person for the Board on this matter.
