Mike Wolcott presented an overview of their company and provided information regarding timber sales.  He stated they are consulting foresters and work for their clients.  They are not affiliated with loggers and they do not purchase timber land.  Discussed were the various entities Inland Forest Management works for and the programs that are involved.  M. Wolcott discussed their scope of work on timber sales and stated all work is done in conjunction with the Forest Practices Act.  He discussed working with other agencies regarding a fuels reduction program which is grant funded.  Also discussed were silviculture harvest regimes.
