The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00am.  All members were present.

Conference call from Lobbyist Jim Potts - J. Potts provided an update on the legislative session, the general fund budget, the transportation operating budget and the capital fund budget.    The House republicans will select a new minority leader today.   Also discussed were Fish and Wildlife emergency rule-making and wolves.  K. Skoog discussed Growth Management issues and the Shoreline Management Act.

Board Reports – Diamond Lake weekend water levels were discussed; retreat/workshop and it’s useful utilization of time; legislation and issues surrounding data retrieval from collars on wolves;  M. Manus discussed ATV travel on roads and working with the Forest Service regarding opening up of Forest Service roads; M. Manus reported on the Parks and Recreation Board meeting and a discussion on Section 16.  Also discussed was last Friday’s field trip regarding motorized recreation in the County.

Prosecutor Tom Metzger, Auditor Marianne Nichols and County Clerk Tammie Ownbey were present to work with the Board regarding content for a retreat/workshop.

T. Metzger provided an update on the CASA agreement with the Kalispel Tribe.  Also discussed was a Section 16, logging revenue percentages and resolution language.  K. Skoog discussed wolf collaring and information regarding the Department of Fish and Wildlife.

Public Works Director Sam Castro provided a department update.   Also present were Fleet Manager Brian Egland and Senior Design Construction Engineer George Luft.  B. Egland requested approval for ER&R to outfit three Sheriff’s vehicles.  Motion was made by S. Kiss to approve the expenditure for the outfitting of the Sheriff’s vehicles as requested.  Motion was seconded by K. Skoog and passed unanimously.
S. Castro discussed mitigation of a Jared Road beaver dam, noting the County has a right-to-enter agreement with the property owner.   Miltner Pond is being monitored at LeClerc Road for beaver activity at the culverts.   He also noted Public Works is monitoring Best Chance Road for roadway movement due to high creek waters.
The County Road Administration Board will meet with the Commissioners on April 29th to discuss road preservation.

Solid Waste – Allied Waste and Solid Waste have been discussing hours of operation at the District 3 Solid Waste Transfer Station.

Buildings and Grounds:  The nomination for the Courthouse to be placed on the National Historic Register will be considered by the Department of Archaeology and Historic Preservation.
Timber- Discussed was S. Kiss’ review of a timber harvest.  Also discussed were access issues, recommendations regarding harvests and forester’s standards.  S. Kiss noted futures prices having dropped $40.00 within the past two weeks.
M. Manus reported on last week’s Parks and Recreation meeting.  

Also present was On-Call Facilities Maintenance Tech I James Batie who reported on buildings and grounds and also discussed Capital Facilities projects.    

S. Castro discussed security systems and scheduling of a presentation, which the Board encouraged.

Marianne Nichols, Assistant Treasurer/Financial Supervisor Lisa Vallieres, Assessor Jim McCroskey, IT Director Chad Goodhue, District Court Judge Philip Van De Veer, County Clerk Tammie Ownbey, Prosecutor Tom Metzger and Sheriff Alan Botzheim.
K. Skoog discussed the County’s infrastructure, Section 16, revenue needs for infrastructure, the need for a rock crush, Kings Lake county-owned land, the comment period for the Shoreline Master Plan is forty-five days from April 15th, personnel policy review, off-highway vehicle travel, Diamond Lake water levels and wave action, legislative policy update on wolf legislation and local concern regarding the protection of property.  The Volunteer Fair will take place June 1st at the POC Fairgrounds and assistance is needed to help get the information out to the public.  
J. McCroskey discussed the Lands Committee and M. Lithgow explained the process, noting the Lands Committee will be meeting. 
T. Ownbey and M. Nichols discussed the one-day workshop for Elected Officials and Department Heads.  

S. Kiss discussed timber revenue projections and prices.  S. Casto noted his job is to assist the Board regarding a harvest.  He also discussed timber consultants, anticipated harvests, anticipated revenue, costs and variables.

T. Miller discussed banking information requests and risk liabilities.  
J. Shacklett provided a report on Pend Oreille County Counseling Services budget funds, noting Counseling Services is a special revenue fund that was established in 1967.  She discussed revenue sources for the budgeted 1.299 million dollars, noting the three main sources of their revenue are restricted funds (federal grants and entitlements and state grants).  Also discussed were the expenditures by service fund, noting the majority is spent on mental health. 
C. Goodhue discussed security, record breaches and risk insurance.
