G. Luft provided a ‘first’ touch on a 2 ¼ mile equestrian trail project running from Pend Oreille County Park to Rustlers Gulch (formerly known as Section 16).  Trail development was discussed along with a cost estimate, pursuit of grant dollars and the request for Board direction for the use of the Trails and Paths Fund which monies are designated to be used for non-motorized trails and paths.
