The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00am.  All members were present.

The Board discussed various matters, including infrastructure maintenance needs.   M. Manus discussed last week’s community union-related meeting.   Also discussed was present and future timber management.

Kalispel Tribal Council and Director of Public/Governmental Affairs, Vice Chair, Ray Pierre met with the Board to discuss mutual areas of interest.   Also present were Public Works Director Sam Castro and Don Gronning with The Miner.
M. Manus discussed the Board’s goal of forming partnerships.  He discussed the Forest Service, timber management and harvest needs, fire hazards, watershed issues, logging needs and local employment concerns.

S. Castro discussed the support Public Works has received from the Tribe regarding local Public Works projects.   K. Skoog discussed the Columbia River group and R. Pierre noted the Tribe is monitoring those meetings.  R. Pierre discussed fish consumption rate, historical ties, and noted the Tribe has lobbyists and lawyers working with Senator Maria Cantwell.  K. Skoog discussed Doc Hasting’s bill and the Title IV section, vegetation management and the plan of five Idaho counties regarding vegetation management within federal forests and those Idaho counties’ request for collaboration.  M. Manus discussed forest beetle kill, fire dangers within the forest and sustainable management.  R. Pierre noted the Kalispel Tribe employs 350 people in Pend Oreille County and 2200 in Airway Heights.  S. Kiss commended the Tribe on their involvement and contribution of custom fit mouth guards to the Cusick and Selkirk football teams.   Also discussed was KCTC and Salish Community College.

In essence this is an extension of the time limit for a final plat approval.   Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the change and insert into the Development Regulations in order to be consistent with the State law regarding Substitute House Bill 1074.   Motion was seconded by S. Kiss and passed unanimously.
