The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00am.  All members were present.

Board Reports –  
K. Skoog discussed Diamond Lake matters.  She also discussed calls regarding the Shoreline Master Plan. 

S. Kiss reported on his tour with Public Works Director Sam Castro and County Engineer Don Ramsey to view bridges in the County.  

M. Manus discussed a boat launch on Park property and Natural Resource Planner Todd McLaughlin provided an update on the boat launch and discussed the review of a JARPA on adjacent property.  Also discussed were the Department of Ecology and Diamond Lake.

BID OPENING- 2013 Logging Contractors.  The hearing was opened and the Notice read.  Present were: Luke Machtolf of Northwest Management, S. Castro, Senior Design Construction Engineer, George Luft and Solid Waste Coordinator Beth Gillespie.  Bids were opened and read. The hearing was closed.

The Board recessed for lunch.

Public Works Update – Present were S. Castro, B. Gillespie, Receptionist/Administrative Assistant Teresa Deal, and Fleet Manager Brian Egland.
S. Castro noted the Sheriff has requested a vehicle regarding the mobile Emergency Operation Command Center.  B. Egland and the Undersheriff, along with Frank Capehart of Search and Rescue have met and reviewed vehicle needs.  The request is for a four-wheel drive F550 Diesel.  There is $50,000 in grant funds to assist with payment and the Sheriff’s budget would make up the difference.  The Board requested additional information and no decision was made at this time.

S. Castro discussed vegetation control and the need for and possible purchase of a mower at a cost of $7,020.74 in order to proceed with the 2014 vegetation control plan.  This will allow the control work to be done in-house.  In the past the work was contracted out at an approximate cost of $16,000 annually.

Solid Waste - B. Gillespie presented a power point of the Solid Waste Paving Project at the Deer Valley Transfer Station.

Other - T. Deal presented a power point providing an Annual Program Tracking Excel Worksheet for the Commissioners.

Buildings and Grounds- S. Castro noted that Washington Trust For Historic Preservation has $2,000,000 available for the 2013-2015 grant cycle and S. Castro will bring grant materials to the Board next week. Other items discussed were:  the POVN Lease Agreement; and storm damage and repair work to a barn at the Fairgrounds. 

Roads –Items discussed were:  The Transportation Commission meeting scheduled in Colville on September 17th ;
Meeting with the PUD and Versatile Inc. at Sullivan Lake Road water main break; Mower equipment purchase for vegetation control; submission of the Title II grant request for $120,000 for the West Branch LeClerc Creek Road bridge replacement;
Paint Stripping update; Bridge inspections were completed within the timeline and reports have been submitted. The County is on a two year cycle for submitting bridge reports.  Also discussed was the coordination work with Frontier Communications regarding 2014 Road projects and it was noted that Frontier is directly responsible for moving any of their utilities that are located within the work corridor. Also mentioned was the City of Cusick’s interest in an inter-local agency agreement regarding water.
Timber – Items discussed were the Request for Logging Bids; Muddy Madness DNR Timber Sale and status of the Rocky Creek bridges.

The Stumpage bids and required bid deposits were reviewed and discussed.  Motion was made by M. Manus to accept Idaho Forest Group’s bids as opposed to the bid from Boise Cascade based on Boise Cascade not paying the required deposit.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss and passed unanimously.

Skoog and passed unanimously.
