Lithgow and South Pend Oreille Fire & Rescue Chief Mike Nokes.  S. Castro discussed concerns of the Road Department funding the installation or replacement of private road signs.   Among items discussed were 911 Emergency Responders trying to find a location if there is no signage, signage costs including cost for installation, liability to the County, and right-of-entry on private property.  The 2010 signage ordinance will be reviewed for possible revision.   S. Castro will prepare a draft and distribute to the parties present and bring the matter to the Board after the first of the year.

The marijuana licensing application process was discussed, as well as the Board’s commenting to the Washington State Liquor Control Board.   The approval by DOE of the Shoreline Master Program was discussed, as well as permitting and vesting.

He wonders if DOE received comments after the comment period ended and, if so, did they affect DOE’s decision.  M. Manus has been informed that some letters were received by the DOE after closure of the comment period and he noted copies of those letters are being requested since they would be public record.   K. Skoog noted she would have appreciated DOE send the Board a copy of that letter electronically last week at the time M. Bellon left a voicemail on her telephone informing her that she has signed off on the SMP.
