The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00am.  All members were present.

Legislative Update - Jim Potts provided a Legislative Steering Committee update, noting last Friday was the cutoff for most of the bills.  He discussed the ‘primitive road’ bill, off-road vehicle bill and the cougar bill.
K. Skoog discussed the tribal tax bill, noting it would harm the County’s tax rolls when they are already small and would create a special advantage that is not available to all.  She also discussed economic impacts of the bill.   Washington State Association of Counties did vote on wording in the marijuana bill regarding not having a ban.  K. Skoog testified on the water quality bill last Wednesday morning in the Senate and in the House in the afternoon.  She discussed the Department of Ecology and site specific science regarding water.

Board Reviews and Reports - 

M. Manus discussed last week’s workgroup meeting regarding the Corrections’ Facility.    K. Skoog discussed the Washington Counties Insurance Fund meeting in Pasco March 5th and 6th.   M. Manus will attend that meeting.
S. Kiss reported on last week’s Fair Board meeting regarding the Fair Ground’s need for a snow plow and the removal of their pickup from ER&R.

Motion was made by M. Manus that due to the approval of the Farm Bill which included PILT funding, the hiring freeze for the positions in the Prosecutor’s Office and the Commissioners’ Office of January 21, 2014 is now lifted. Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.

Weed Control Coordinator Sharon Sorby discussed the Request For Proposal to the Department of Natural Resources for performing a complete river survey for and removal of the  identified noxious weeds where found along the Box Canyon reach of the Pend Oreille River within Washington State.  The work within the Boundary reach of the river will be funded by Seattle City Light as part of FERC requirements.  The letter of submittal was signed by Board Chair, K. Skoog.

Public Works – Present were Public Works Director Sam Castro and Administrative Assistant Teresa Brooks discussed the Forest Landowner Cost Share Application and implementation of the Forest Management Plan, noting that the Department of Natural Resources may contribute $2,800.00 toward costs.  He also discussed the 2013 harvest schedule and 2014 harvest projections, as well as the Harvey Creek Bridge replacement Biological Assessment Agreement.  Implementation of the biological assessment was discussed.
Solid Waste Update – S. Castro discussed the Moses Lake January 19th meeting of the Solid Waste Managers; the operations meeting with Republic Services on February 4th; and the retention requirement of surveillance video being three years pursuant to the Revised Code of Washington.
Buildings and Grounds – Discussed was the Correction Facility workgroup meeting.
Roads -  

S. Castro discussed the continuation of the 2009 agreement between the Selkirk Trailblazer, Public Works, US Forest Service, Colville National Forest and the Sullivan Lake Ranger District.  Also discussed was the technology training opportunity to local schools by Seattle City Light; and a Fish and Aquatic Workgroup and funding availability to the County and committee membership.  S. Kiss is interested in serving on the Committee.
S. Castro discussed the 2011 freezing of a full-time position.  T. Brooks discussed their budget.

Prosecutor Tom Metzger provided a legal update.  Auditor Marianne Nichols was present.  Among the items discussed were:  the Economic Development Council Director contract; requirements for use of .09 funds; Coroner’s contract and the Public Defenders’ contract.
