 March 2, 2015

The Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00 a.m.  All members were present.

(1)
K. Skoog provided an update on the NACo Legislative Conference in Washington, DC.    Saturday and Sunday were committee days.  She participated in a public lands committee, speaking with many County Commissioners on that topic.   Chief United States Forest Service Thomas Tidwell was the featured speaker in the Public Lands Steering Committee meeting.  She also attended a workshop on the Endangered Species Act regarding current legislative actions.  Vice President Biden and other Presidential administrative staff addressed the conference on Monday.  It was noted the consistent message from the administration is one of increased revenue and equality.  Wednesday she attended a meeting with the Chairman Ron Bishop of the Natural Resources Committee with a message regarding SRS which is now ten years past its due date.    Wednesday also included visits with staff from the Speaker the House John Boehner, Senator Patty Murray, Congresswoman McMorris Rodgers and Washington State Congressman Dave Reichert to discuss funding concerns, including Secure Rural Schools, Payment In Lieu of Taxes and the transfer of federal lands.  She also met Congresswoman McMorris Rodgers for a short one-on-one meeting.

K. Skoog noted the week prior to the NACo conference she testified before the House and Senate in Olympia supporting
SB5985 extending the date for allowing certain counties and cities to not plan under the Growth Management Act.  She also provided supporting testimony SB5405 creating a task force to examine land ownership by the federal government in Washington.

M. Manus discussed the invitation to next Monday’s meeting in Stevens County with Congresswoman Cathy McMorris Rodgers regarding the A to Z project.   

S. Kiss discussed Friday’s meeting with the Forest Service and the need to coordinate with the Forest Service at the planning stage.

M. Manus discussed Tri-County Health, Substitute House Bill 2061, Class B water systems, water fees, Board of Health meeting and next week’s Community healthcare meeting in Colville.     

K. Skoog noted the next Washington State Association of Counties Legislative Steering Committee meeting will focus on fiscal sustainability.

Human Resources Coordinator Shelly Stafford discussed attendance at Washington Counties Insurance Fund Board meetings and eligibility for reimbursement of expenses being available only to the Board member and the Alternate. Motion was made by M. Manus to designate S. Stafford as the Alternate on the WCIF Board.   Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.   Motion carried.

The Board recessed for lunch.

Public Works Director Sam Castro and County Engineer Don Ramsey provided an update.   It was noted the Solid Waste Advisory Committee will meet Thursday, March 5th.   An item to be discussed at that meeting is the loss of clean-up funds.

S. Castro discussed the 2015 Road Maintenance program and provided a draft report on County .09 roads by district regarding maintenance, priorities and costs.  M. Manus discussed Flowery Trail.  D. Ramsey noted funding is being sought to develop this into an all-weather road.   He noted patching will take place this year.  

D. Ramsey noted a compliance Federal Audit will be taking place this spring on the County Bridge Program.  This audit occurs every few years and they will be reviewing our bridge program procedures.

S. Castro discussed attendance at last week’s Contracts Manual Training and its value in preparing several upcoming Requests for Proposals of County Arterial Preservation Program Oil, Routine Inspection Fracture Critical Bridge (Ione), Load Rating Requirement on approximately ten bridges, and the Cedar Creek Bridge Scour Evaluation.    These RFPs must be completed by March 12, 2015.

Buildings and Grounds - Items discussed were:  decreased water pressure in the Count Courthouse; the Hall of Justice counter is expected to be completed by the end of March; and the need for storage at the Sheriff’s Office and the possible purchase of storage containers to alleviate the need for the current rental units.

D. Ramsey discussed an ER&R pickup for Buildings and Grounds, noting the current pickup does not meet their needs.
The Board did not authorize a replacement vehicle.

Also discussed was utilizing a one-ton Road truck for use with the sander in Buildings and Grounds.    Motion was made by M. Manus to transfer the one-ton truck (T-5) from Roads to Buildings and Grounds.   Motion was seconded by K.  Skoog second.   Motion carried.  

(6)
Prosecutor Dolly Hunt provided a legal update.  Matters discussed were:  Department of Commerce’s land use training last week, Contracts Training Manual, public record requests and a review of our public record policy.

Public Comment Period – No members of the public were present.

Motion was made by M. Manus to continue the meeting to March 3, 2015.   Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.   Motion carried.

WSU 4-H/Master Gardeners Volunteer Coordinator Dixie Chichester discussed the Volunteer Recognition Fair.  Planning items discussed included venues and the offering of classes by the various organizations.

Community Development Director Mike Lithgow and Building Inspector Rick Cruse provided department updates.  
R. Cruse discussed upcoming commercial projects, including: Camp Spaulding, Boy Scout Camp remodel and the Lenora Water District.  The recent workshop regarding Energy Code Compliance had good attendance.  Also discussed were permits, inspections and equitable fees.

M. Lithgow discussed Parks, noting the following:  a new fee station for the County Park; types and sizes for dumpsters at the County Park; Yocum Lake parking area; water trail site at Sandy Shores boat launch and permitting; wireless internet at the County Park to be discussed at the next Parks Board meeting; waiting to hear about funds regarding the Geocaching Project grant.   Also discussed was the future use of Edgewater North property.

ITS Director Chad Goodhue discussed a Microsoft Enterprise agreement and requested approval to move forward to Office 365 for a three-year contract period.  This would enable the installation of 150 of the latest versions of Windows and Office and provides the necessary client access licenses.  The annual cost is $33,491.72, plus tax.    Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the purchase of Office 365.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.   Motion carried.

Also discussed was guest network wireless; the rewriting of a portion of the Personnel Policy regarding internet usage; and social media archiving.    C. Goodhue stated the County Identification badge printer will be ordered and includes lanyards and carriers for a total cost of $2900.00.    He also discussed the need for having a class on public record requests regarding roles, responsibilities, etc. when a public records request is received.

Ainsworth/Murray Plat Alteration Staff Report was presented by M. Lithgow.  Also present was D. Ramsey, David Hood, and Dean Young.  The subject was the Plat alteration of Lots 1 and 4 of Block 3 of Diamond Tracts and a portion of Lot 57 of Diamond Lake Cottage Sites for a plat alteration/road vacation.  Michael J. Murray Jr. and Robert H. Ainsworth submitted an application to alter portions of the Diamond Tracts Subdivision and Diamond Lake Cottage Sites.  This proposal would vacate a portion of unused platted County Road Right of Way and adjust the boundaries between existing contiguous lots.  Community Development Department recommends approval of this proposal. 
Motion was made by K.  Skoog to approve the plat alteration as presented.  Motion was seconded by M. Manus.   Motion carried.

WSU Extension Director Mike Jensen provided staff updates and reviewed a draft Interagency agreement with Washington State University regarding the 277 Garden Building.

Kevin Fitzpatrick was present to discuss his interest in serving on the Planning Commission.    Motion was made by K. Skoog to appoint K. Fitzpatrick to the Planning Commission to fill the remainder of a four-year term in District 2 which term expires December 31, 2018.    Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.   Motion carried.
