Public Works Director Sam Castro discussed Lehigh Hill Road.   Also present were Office Manager/Risk Manager Teresa Brooks, Emergency Management Deputy Director Joann Boggs, E-911 Coordinator Steve West, Undersheriff Grant Sirevog, Community Development Director Mike Lithgow, Transportation Technical Specialist/Parks Manager Todd McLaughlin, GIS Analyst Josh Shelton, Community Development Director Mike Lithgow, Road Shop 3 Foreman Donnie Milliren and Maintenance Technician Paul Miller.

S. Castro discussed the need for awareness and preparedness for emergency responders regarding standard operating procedures in emergency situations.  S. Castro discussed a slide presentation prepared by T. McLaughlin and J. Shelton which depicted areas of potential slide threat.  Soil types identified were volcanic ash, glacial till and sandy loam.  Also discussed were data sources, saturation levels and history of the area.  J. Boggs (a member of the Commission assigned to the Oso, Washington landslide review) noted the Commission in their December 3, 2014 report urged mapping of all Washington landslide zones.  She also discussed the need to inform property owners, noting land right issues and specifically the need to have an emergency plan in place.
