The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00am.

Board Reviews and Reports – K. Skoog discussed her Saturday meeting with American Lands Council Ken Ivory.  She also discussed American Lands Council assisting with grass-root issues.

Public Works Director Sam Castro reported on Otter Creek flooding (east side of Highway 2 where Kirkpatrick Road begins). The County’s responsibility is for anything that lies within a right-of-way, but does not include private property.  Private landowners should contact their Department of Fish and Wildlife area biologist and work through them.

Executive Session - An Executive session was requested by Human Resources Coordinator Shelly Stafford to discuss collective bargaining pursuant to RCW 42.30.140(4)(a) for 1 hour and 15 minutes from 11:05 a.m. to 12:20p.m.   Also present was Corrections Captain Geoff Rusho and Sheriff Alan Botzheim.    G. Rusho was excused at 11:45 a.m.

District Court Judge Phil Van De Veer and County Clerk Tammie Ownbey were present to discuss public defender caseload limits.

Deputy Prosecutor Dolly Hunt provided a department update and various items were discussed including the Forest Service.

Forest Ranger Gayne Sears and Forest Service hydrologist Rob Lawler discussed a 2012 Memorandum of Understanding between the Forest Service and the County regarding Road C20220 Middle Fork Road on the North Fork of Calispel Creek, the removal of the road and increasing riparian shade to reduce water temperature of the Creek.    This work would help address the “Total Maximum Daily Load” (TMDL) for too warm of temperature for this stream as identified in the Colville National Forest Temperature Total Maximum Daily Load Water Quality Improvement Plan (approved by the State in 2006).  It was also noted this is necessary to meet a goal standard of 61 degrees in order to be compliant with the Department of Ecology.    Also discussed was the Inland Native Fish Strategy which is part of the Forest Plan.

Auditor Marianne Nichols discussed the Salary Commission and the process for filling vacancies.

S. Stafford requested the Board’s direction regarding an e-cigarette policy. Motion was made by M. Manus to treat e-cigarettes the same as regular cigarettes and that they are not to be used within 25 feet of all buildings. A resolution will be coming forthwith.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.

S. Castro – Public Works Update.  Also present were: Fleet Manager Brian Egland and Engineering Technicians Tom McCaffrey and Mike Kirkwood.
S. Castro commended B. Egland for his negotiation work with vendors which saved the County $30,000 on a recent equipment purchase under the State contract.   
Timber – A communication was received from John Smith regarding the recent Forest Management Practice grant application not passing.  A discussion was had that due to S. Kiss’ timber expertise, that he manage the workload that falls under the ‘timber’ umbrella.  S. Kiss will work with Forester Luke Machtolf on timber matters.  
Roads –S. Castro discussed a Telephone Road resident’s concern regarding condition of their road.  He also noted he had received a request for a ‘bus stop ahead’ sign from a resident within the Selkirk School District boundaries.   The County Engineer will review the requirements within the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.  It was noted that school buses have used this particular location as a bus stop since 1998.  
Building and Grounds – An update was provided regarding the security camera project.
S. Castro commended Engineering Technicians T. McCaffrey and M. Kirkwood for their efforts and support regarding project management on Public Works’ projects.

Permits and Fees - S. Castro discussed the need to evaluate requests and setting of fees for requests.  

S. Castro noting he is working on the reorganization of the Public Works Department and will be modifying some job descriptions.  He noted the reorganization should be complete by the end of 2014.

S. Castro requested approval for ER&R to purchase two 2014 International cab and chassis trucks from Cascadia International.  The price of the first one is $99,386.13 and the price of the second truck is $101,681.13 which includes trouble shooting software.  He also requested approval to purchase under State contract outfitting the two 2014 trucks with hydraulic systems. The first truck will be outfitted with a frank double dump box for the cost of $60,953.52 the second truck will be outfitted with a contractor dump box and a right side snow wing for the cost of $66,820.79.  The prices do not include sales tax.  The trucks will replace two existing trucks which are scheduled for replacement and are a part of their 2014 capital replacement program.
Motion was made by M. Manus to approve moving forward with the purchase of the two trucks and outfitting them as requested.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.
