M. Manus discussed last week’s Tri County Economic Development District meeting. Also discussed was TEDD’s GIS trail mapping project. He noted that last week’s North East Washington Forestry Council meeting was cancelled.

K. Skoog provided copies of RCW 90.03.290 regarding an appropriation procedure test on water availability.   Also provided were copies of WAC 173-555 regarding Water Resources Program In The Little Spokane River Basin, WRIA 55.   Both items were discussed.

Russ Fletcher was present to discuss the Little Spokane River and WRIAs 62 and 55.

Public Works Director Sam Castro was present to provide a department update.  Also present was Fleet Manager Brian Egland.   
Buildings and Grounds:   Items discussed were:  Jail reconfiguration and equipment for new cells;  storage containers have been delivered;  elevator service contract has been extended for one year; Garden building roof drawings are expected this week; and Confined Space training began last week.

Roads- Items discussed were:  Contact from Stanley Drive Green Ridge residents regarding a private road that has never been a part of the County’s road system; and a Federal audit is scheduled in July for bridge inspections as well as a maintenance and operations inspection.

Other items discussed were:  an invoice for Traffic Law Enforcement for the Road Deputy salary and a draft standard operating procedures regarding natural disasters and other emergencies.     

ER&R – Funding for items above the original proposal for the outfitting of three Sheriff’s deputy vehicles.    

Solid Waste – A subcommittee of the Solid Waste Advisory Committee will meet April 22, 2015 regarding operations of the Solid Waste facilities.

Prosecuting Attorney Dolly Hunt provided a legal update.  Also present was S. Castro and The Miner Reporter Don Gronning.   Items discussed were:   the WSU agreement regarding the 227 Garden Building and occupation of a part of that building by WSU Extension; and the MOA regarding WIRA 55.

Forest Service District Ranger Gayne Sears provided an update.  S. Kiss discussed opening the gate at Mill Pond.
Other items discussed were:  Follow up regarding Mill Creek/Rocky Creek Road;  Renshaw decision was signed by Laura Jo West last week and that document states the Forest Service would allow OHV travel on Rocky Creek;  survey to be done regarding Mill Creek and easement to the County;  prescribed fires will begin soon; collaboration to begin on the Timber Mountain Project.  Also discussed was the Programmatic Environmental Assessment Trout Habitat Restoration Program Fish Habitat Improvement especially concerning large woody debris and how it may affect county roads by diverting water (example: Middle Fork Calispel Road).

April 21, 2015

The meeting resumed.  All members were present. 

(12)
Safety Ladders and Fire Escapes Workshop -  Present were Commissioners’ Programs Christine Rahoun, Safety and Claims Consultant Herb Sherburne, S. Castro, D. Hunt, Office Manager/Risk Manager Teresa Brooks, Treasurer Terri Miller, Human Resources Coordinator Shelly Stafford, Data Processing Coordinator Jill Shacklett and Newport Fire Department Chief Rob Owen. 

C. Rahoun discussed staff inquiries regarding fire escape safety ladders in the Courthouse, building sprinkler system, and fire department response times.   

R. Owens noted the City of Newport’s fire department is a 100% volunteer department. He noted the protocol is to have two firefighters at the station prior to rollout and the average time to that rollout is five to ten minutes.   He discussed a mutual aid agreement with neighboring departments and the assessment of the situation.  The Department has a ladder that will reaches the top of the Courthouse, so access to the top (uppermost) floor for evacuation purposes is feasible. He also discussed the various county buildings and noted the department has concerns regarding automatic locking doors within buildings that can cause a risk to a firefighter.

S. Castro – discussed evacuations, criteria for distance from exits when building has a sprinkler system, risks and requirements regarding ladders and the importance of establishing frequent drills.

H. Sherburne discussed the fire suppression system and elevator usage.   S. Castro discussed maintenance, inspection and certification of the fire suppression system and noted the Department of Labor and Industries inspects the system at least annually.  

T. Miller relayed staff concerns regarding evacuations in the event the foyer and stairs to the outside are blocked.

C. Rahoun discussed identification of fire escape windows and keeping those areas clear for ease of access.   Other items discussed were ladder modifications that would void warranties, training requirements, ladder training, and sharing information with department staff. 
 
The consensus was the Courthouse has a certified fire suppression sprinkler system and the County should not pursue ladders as a fire escape mechanism due to ladder requirements, alterations and risks surrounding escape ladders.

ITS Director Chad Goodhue was present to provide an update.  Items discussed were:  Microsoft Office 365 cost; the phone system upgrade and pricing changes in new servers as well as integration with E-911.   Also present was J. Shacklett.   Other items discussed were:  Last week’s ASIS conference regarding Office 365, state and government updates and retention, cybersecurity and Laser Fiche.
