May 4, 2015

The Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00 a.m.  All members were present.

(1)
Consent Agenda – Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the Consent Agenda.  Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.
Motion passed unanimously.  The Consent Agenda includes today’s Agenda, the minutes of the Board’s April 27, 2015 meeting and the following items:

M. Manus discussed the ATV meeting last week. He also discussed the South End Project.  It was noted the South End Project is located at the south end of the Colville National Forest and extends north to the Tiger highway.

K. Skoog discussed Senator Brian Dansel’s conference call of last week.  She noted the wolf delisting bill did not pass.  

(4)
The Board discussed an invitation for a tour of the Kinross Kettle River-Buckhorn Mine on Monday, May 18th.  The Board will plan on attending the tour.  The Board meeting for Monday, May 18th has been cancelled.  The Board will meet in regular session on Tuesday, May 19th.

Community Development Director M. Lithgow presented the following plats for Board approval:  Ainsworth Murray Plat Alteration, Westenskow Short Plat and the Schmidt Short Plat.  Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the plats as presented.  Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.  Motion passed unanimously.

K. Skoog discussed the Little Spokane River Water Bank Feasibility Study.  Also present was M. Lithgow.  The feasibility study was reviewed.   Also discussed was an analysis of water availability in WIRA 62.  Funds for that study have been requested in the Feasibility Study.

Counseling Services Director Annabelle Payne provided a monthly report.  Items discussed included the following: Director contract language; completion of the State’s on-site audit of Developmental Disability program; the 2015 Rural Conference on Aging is scheduled for May 16th at the Priest River Event Center and Counseling Services will have a vendor table at the conference;  several openings within the department; and the following legislative matters were discussed:  E2SHB 1450 Concerning involuntary outpatient mental health treatment, E2SSB 5177 Improving the timeliness of competency evaluation and restoration services, ESHB 1713 Integrating the treatment systems for mental health and chemical dependency, and E2SSB 5649 Concerning the involuntary treatment act.

The Board recessed for lunch.

(9)
Washington State University Extension Director Mike Jensen discussed the Interagency Agreement between the County and WSU regarding the 227 Building.  He discussed the changes WSU is requesting prior to their signing.  The Board agreed with the changes. Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the amendment to Agreement No. 2015-39.  Motion was seconded by M. Manus.  Motion carried.

(10)
WRIA 55 Discussion – Present were:  D. Hunt, M. Lithgow, S. Castro, Spokane County Commissioner Todd Mielke and Spokane County Utilities Rob Lindsay and Mike Hermanson Spokane County Water Resources were present to discuss WRIA 55.  Also present was The Miner reporter Don Gronning.

T. Mielke provided a background on the need for a discussion on water banks and how Spokane County became aware of it and start applying for grants.  T. Mielke stated WRIA 55 has been closed to water rights for several years.  There is increasing uncertainty regarding closures for exempt wells.  He discussed interruptible rights, exempt wells, legal cases in Whatcom and Kittitas counties, senior water rights, low snowpack, possible shutdown of exempt wells being able to extract water, public policy ramifications, property values were all matters considered by Spokane County when they began evaluating ways to work with those issues.  They recognized one example would be through water banking and the Department of Ecology was interested in whether that would be viable for WRIA 55.  Spokane County applied for a grant and invited those entities impacted by this issue.  He noted they are at the end of the first grant and in phase two regarding structures of water banks, seeding the water banks with water rights on paper, selling or leasing that water out to people with those exempt wells that had their water interrupted, facilitating those who have a need for water with the assurance of having that water, and where is the significant water located within the watershed.

M. Manus discussed concern for future growth for Pend Oreille County.  R. Lindsay noted Fish and Wildlife’s recommended instream flow minimum standard is 7700 cubic feet per second or 200 acre feet.   K. Skoog noted if there is an amendment to the instream rule one should be where the gauges are located.  M. Manus noted there is not much freeboard available in the headwaters of the Little Spokane River at this time without creating flooding.

It was noted a portion of the feasibility study would focus on costs to bridges, roads and culverts. R. Lindsay stated the common resource management issue is getting the resource to where it is needed. He noted there are very stringent requirements on management of channels and flood plains and cannot put a drop of water into a flood plain and part of the study would be how those areas would be impacted.     

T. Mielke noted the majority of upfront capital for a water bank would come from grants and not the general fund.  The goal is to have a self-sustaining enterprise fund. 

M. Manus asked about enforcement by the Department of Ecology. R. Lindsay noted he had asked DOE and was told that they do not have the necessary tools to do that enforcement.

M. Hermanson noted the water right they will be applying for is an interruptible one (diminished type of water right).  
T. Mielke noted the Department of Ecology has encouraged the water right application, noting the ability to amend, and that there is a first in time, first in line status.  

M. Lithgow discussed having an agreement that recognizes our concerns.  The water right application needs to include the intended use of the water and how much will be needed.  M. Hermanson discussed environmental enhancements and various types of water rights, i.e. development, agriculture, environmental issues, etc. 

T. Mielke noted there are approximately 8,000 wells junior to the instream flow (domestic wells) in the three counties, 

R. Lindsay noted that the geographic areas of influence may be somewhat limited.    T. Mielke noted water flow on paper is as important as water flow in the channel and the Pend Oreille River is only one element of seeding the water bank.   The larger piece is regarding the existing water wells and whether or not the unused water rights in those waters can be purchased. 
 
M. Lithgow discussed the tributaries, the main stream and development within those tributaries.

S. Kiss questioned the difficulty of designing a system and not knowing if the instream rule amount could change and all of a sudden the instream rule said more water is needed and the system does not have the capacity.  T. Mielke noted the hydrogeologists and engineers would get together in planning that system.  He also noted the majority of the cost would be in that planning and the excavation.   

K. Skoog stated the real question is how the water rights are going to look in WRIA 62.   T. Mielke discussed performance of an inventory on what water rights there are and what the capacity is, i.e. rights versus allocation.   M. Manus stated the importance of have an accurate WRIA 62 inventory and data as far as availability to take care of all future growth needs of Pend Oreille County.

Other items discussed were:  enforcement, overuse, water purveyor, and water bank enforcement options and junior water rights.

Spokane County has put together a summary sheet on reports available on the water purveyors in WRIA 62. T. Mielke noted that Spokane County would be looking at a ground water right near the Pend Oreille River.  M. Hermanson noted that part of the feasibility is to evaluate the status of ground water. T. Mielke noted the grant applied for is for $1,200,000.00 with approximately $300,000 for the purchase of water rights.   

T. Mielke noted the WRIA 55 covers Pend Oreille, Stevens and Spokane counties and it is Spokane County’s desire to have a partnership and involvement of the three counties, taking the time to do it correctly and at the same time being sensitive to local concerns.

Motion was made by K. Skoog to continue the meeting to May 5, 2015.   Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion passed unanimously.  

May 5, 2015

The meeting resumed.  All members were present. 

(12)
Bid Openings:  Present were S. Castro, D. Ramsey, Engineering Technician Mike Kirkwood and Road District 2 Foreman Dan Reijonen, as well as representatives of the companies that submitted bids.

Request For Proposals For SP-132 Smalle Creek Culvert Elimination – The hearing opened and the notice was read.  M. Kirkwood opened and read the one bid received.  The bid was from OldCastle Precast out of Spokane.  S. Castro requested time to review the bid and come before the Board later today with their recommendation.   The hearing was closed.

Call for bids for the improvement of approximately 1.065 miles of Coyote Trail CR#91600, CRP 838, including full depth reclamation, base course, top course, asphalt paving and other related work.  The hearing was opened and the notice was read.  M. Kirkwood opened and read the five bids received.  Bids were received from Interstate Concrete and Asphalt of Sandpoint, Knife River and MDU Resources Company of Colville, Woods Crushing and Hauling, Inc. of Sandpoint, Zetin Contractors of Spokane, and Versatile Industries, Inc. of Newport.   S. Castro requested time to review the bids and prepare bid tabulations to bring before Board on Monday, May 11th with Public Works’ award recommendation.

(13)
S. Castro, D. Ramsey and Sheriff Alan Botzheim were present to discuss outfitting of the three 2015 Tahoes by Day Wireless Systems with repeaters.  A prior Board directed ER&R to pay for specific outfitting, but provided no mechanism on how to pay for that.  Sheriff has requested that ER&R begin funding radios and repeaters.  A. Botzheim stated that radios and repeaters last for several years and out live the life of the deputy vehicles.  A. Botzheim noted the goal is to have repeaters in all deputy vehicles, discussing safety concerns when a deputy is not able to have radio connectivity.  He also discussed Stonegarden Funds and usage of those funds.   S. Castro stated that ER&R will take full control of the inventory of these radios and repeaters.  D. Ramsey discussed front end funding and rates for replacement and depreciation and transferring the existing radios and repeaters in the County’s Capital Asset inventory to the ER&R inventory system.  The Fleet Manager will adjust replacement charges for the existing Sheriff vehicles to reflect the increased replacement costs.    Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the purchase of three repeaters and to place all vehicle radio systems into ER&R’s inventory and control.    Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.  Motion passed by a vote of two with K. Skoog abstaining.

M. Lithgow and Building Inspector Rick Cruse were present for a Community Development update. Also present was D. Hunt and Bob Eugene.  Items discussed were:  K. Skoog discussed a constituent’s concern regarding Washington’s Energy Code and compliance with the Code.  Other items included permit numbers, building codes, and options for the Board on the Wasatch FLUM/Rezone.  

M. Lithgow discussed Parks and Recreation and noted he met with the County Forester and contractor American Tree Service for a walk through at the County Park to identify the hazard trees which will be removed by the contractor, noting the County will retain ownership of removed timber.  The job should be completed by May 20th in time for the Park opening.  The Road crew installed a fee collection site at the Park today.  The geocaching grant was received in the amount of $600 and the anticipated kickoff date is July 18th.  Also discussed were the equestrian trail and group camp planning and design, with the goal of completing the trail next spring.

ITS Director Chad Goodhue provided a department update.  Items discussed were Cisco Phone System upgrade, NextGen 911 phone system, Office 365 rescheduled for the middle to end of June, computer deployment, fiber for Weed Board office, NE Regional Data Aggregation Pilot Project with the State regarding streets, lines and boundaries lining up with adjacent counties so correct data will be provided to the State.   Also discussed was the County’s website update, County logo will be discussed next week, ITS/Department of Emergency Management conference room, and county bandwidth speed and capacity study with possible need to increase bandwidth.

The Board recessed for lunch.

Wasatch FLUM/ Rezone, Comprehensive Plan and Six-Year Transportation Improvement Plan - Present was M. Lithgow and a number of the community.    S. Kiss noted today will be only Board discussion with no additional public comments accepted as those were completed through the Planning Commission’s process.   M. Lithgow discussed the process made by the Planning Commission to reach their Findings and Recommendations.   Motion was made by M. Manus requesting M. Lithgow to prepare a resolution to adopt the Planning Commission’s decision.   Motion seconded by S. Kiss.   Motion carried unanimously.

(17)
S. Castro and D. Ramsey presented the Board with a bid tabulation regarding the Smalle Creek bridge project.   Public Works’ recommendation is to move forward with awarding the bid to OldCastle Precast out of Spokane.   Motion was made to award the bid to OldCastle Precast.   Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.   Motion passed unanimously.

D. Ramsey discussed the outfitting of the three 2015 Tahoes coming to the Sheriff’s Department and recommended accepting the proposal of Day Wireless Systems for outfitting the three 2015 Tahoes in the total amount of $33,336.93 pursuant to the Request for Proposal dated March 13 2015 with the option to install a vehicle repeater in each vehicle in the total amount of $14,091.00, excluding tax.  Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the outfitting of three 2015 Tahoes, including vehicle repeaters by Day Wireless Systems.  Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.  Motion carried unanimously.
