Associate Development Organization Certification/Designation, designating Pend Oreille County Economic Development Council as the Associate Development Organization to coordinate economic development services.

A telephone conference call was held with Ken Timmerick regarding the Catherine Maupin ATV ride.  K. Timmerick noted the Forest Service is shutting down the road used for the ride to vehicles and ATVs.   He noted that less than one mile of that road belongs to the Forest Service.  He also noted the Forest Service has an easement on the remaining portion of the road and they have stated no one is allowed to ride on their easement.

Little Spokane River Acres resident Dave Fredley was present to discuss concerns regarding the WRIA 55 water issue.

The Board recessed for lunch.

(5)
Bid Opening – To Supply approximately 2500 tons of Hot Mix Asphalt for the 2015 County Arterial Preservation program.  The hearing was opened and the notice was read.  Present were County Engineer Don Ramsey, Road District 2 Foreman Dan Reijonen, Road District 1 Maintenance Technician Roy Anderson and Engineering Technician Mike Kirkwood.

D. Ramsey opened and read the bids received from the following companies:  Woods Crushing & Hauling of Sandpoint, Knife River Corporation NW of Rathdrum, Inland Asphalt Company of Spokane and Interstate Concrete and Asphalt of Rathdrum. Motion was made by M. Manus for Public Works to proceed as needed based on the location of our project relative to the haul distance and the availability of mix on the particular day mix is needed.   Motion seconded by S. Kiss.   Motion carried.

Public Works update- Present was D. Ramsey.    D. Ramsey recommended the bid on the Coyote Trail project be awarded to Woods Crushing and Hauling of Sandpoint in the amount of $585,069.39 for the warm mix asphalt option.   
Motion was made by M. Manus to award the bid to Woods Crushing and Hauling of Sandpoint.   Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.   Motion carried.

Other items discussed:  Guardrail project is completed having cleaned approximately 75,000 feet; roughly 1000 yards of sand is mined daily; and further research is required regarding cattle guards on county roads.  

D. Ramsey noted grader training was held last week for road employees.  D. Reijonen discussed establishing a training program.     D. Ramsey noted the Road Department will be receiving a refund on the diesel excise tax in the amount of $7,733.08.

D. Ramsey discussed the 2014 Ford F-150 that is being delivered for the Fair Board.  A motion was made by M. Manus to retain the salvage value of the current pickup in ER&R and to refund the Fair Board the remaining book value of 12% for the prior vehicle.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.   Motion carried.

(7)
Prosecuting Attorney Dolly Hunt provided a legal update.  Among the items discussed were:  receipt of A-Tow’s appeal of the Planning Commission’s decision and the MOU with Spokane County regarding water and language on the process for a water rights application.    

(8)
D. Hunt and Sheriff Alan Botzheim were present to discuss the Attorney General’s decision regarding wheeled all-terrain vehicles on roads on which the speed limit is over 35mph.  It was noted that based on RCW 46.09.455 counties don’t have the authority to authorize that travel.  D. Hunt will revise the current Ordinance and bring the revised document before the Board next week.

Motion was made by M. Manus to continue the meeting to May 12, 2015.   Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.               

May 12, 2015

The meeting resumed.  All members were present. 

(10)
Tri County Health District Environmental Health Supervisor Jim Sayer introduced David Ennis who will be his replacement at Tri-County Health, effective June 22, 2015.  D. Ennis is from the Colville Tri-County Health office.    

(11)
Public Works Director Sam Castro and D. Ramsey discussed the Usk Bridge.  D. Ramsey noted there are five bridges/structures that are structurally deficient and eligible for inspection.  Those bridges are Cedar Creek, Smack Out Pass, Harvey Creek, Inlet Bridge at Sullivan Lake and West Branch No. 2.   He noted if a bridge is not on this list then it is not eligible for funding. 

The Usk Bridge is not listed on the 6-year transportation plan.  D. Ramsey noted design work for the bridge is 90% completed and at that time the cost for repair of the bridge was approximately 34 million dollars. The County did not have dollars to participate in funding for the repair.  Mitigation work was completed on the bridge which extended the life of the bridge another ten to fifteen years.    The Ione Bridge also had mitigation work completed at a cost of approximately one million dollars.  That bridge is not eligible for federal funding for another ten years.  D. Ramsey noted the Usk and Ione bridges are under designed for their task, both having logging trucks and equipment traveling across them.

S. Castro discussed funding eligibility for the five bridges on the structurally deficient list.  D. Ramsey noted there is a call for projects under the Federal Lands program.

Don Comins, Ted Davis, Dick Bockemuehl, Gary Chantry, Bob Eugene, Dave Fredley, Hydrologist Gene St. Stoddard were present to discuss water concerns regarding WRIA 55, WRIA 62, Little Spokane River and the Pend Oreille River.

The Board directed Community Development Director Mike Lithgow to send a letter to County water purveyors, PUD, municipalities, Ponderay Newsprint and the Kalispel Tribe regarding significant water right applications to WRIA 62.
