Public Works Update – Present were Public Works Director S. Castro, County Engineer D. Ramsey, Auditor Marianne Nichols, and Data Processing Coordinator Jill Shacklett.

BID OPENING for a precast concrete bridge for Skookum Creek Culvert Elimination at Best Chance Road.   The hearing was opened and the notice was read.  Present were:  S. Castro, D. Ramsey and Senior Design Construction Engineer George Luft.  D. Ramsey opened and read the one bid that was received.  That bid was from Precast Materials in the amount of $121,767.  The hearing was closed.  D. Ramsey recommended that the Board refer the bid back to Public Works for review and consideration.  The Board asked that Public Works review the bid and report back for a recommendation.  The additional costs of the project were discussed.
S. Castro discussed a Roads revenue budget item in the amount of $120,000, noting the source is in question.  He also discussed $2,000,000 grant funds that will require a 10% match, noting the project deadline is 2015
S. Castro discussed walk in freezer needs in the Corrections facility, the capital projects list and the need for additional beds within the Corrections facility.

Marianne Nichols discussed bonding.

S. Castro noted the Sullivan Lake Gabion Wall completion date was extended to Tuesday.  Project Designer George Luft noted that two portions of the wall were able to be saved, at a savings of approximately $8,000.

S. Castro discussed grading of a road in Ione and the need to have a memorandum of understanding or agreement in place.  D. Ramsey discussed the grading of Mill Yard Road, noting it is directly associated with the County pit and would have minimal cost.  He noted the conditional use permit under SEPA requires the road to be graded twice.   The road is not a county road, is located within the Ione city limits, but is not a city road.  Motion was made by S. Kiss to approve grading this road for Ione due to the traffic impact.  Motion was seconded by M. Manus.  Motion carried

S. Castro discussed a meeting with Ron Reith, property owner who is concerned how his home will be impacted by the Indian Creek project.

S. Castro discussed engineering interns and requested approval to hire the two applicants, using one in the field particularly in the survey area and the other one be used in the execution of requirements regarding the county road administration board.   He noted each intern has limited availability and the design dollars in grants will offset the costs.  Motion was made by S. Kiss to approve the request.  Motion was seconded by M. Manus.  Motion carried.
