The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00am.  All members were present.
(1)
Board Reviews and Reports –  
S. Kiss provided an update on last week’s meeting with the PUD and the Diking District.  The creation of the dike and diking district was discussed.  
M. Manus discussed the Washington Policy Center luncheon in Spokane on the Affordable Care Act and its effect on small business. He noted that Counseling Services Director Annabelle Payne and Economic Development Director Jamie Wyrobek also attended. Among the items discussed was Medicaid.
M. Manus noted he met last Thursday with J. Wyrobek and Carman Nielson with the Forest Service regarding grant writing for the South End Project.  J. Wyrobek is putting together two grants for RAC funding regarding Restoration/Signage and Education/Enforcement.

M. Manus discussed the recent North East Washington Forestry Coalition meeting, noting a discussion item was the makeup of the Board.

The Bureau of Land Management Eastern Wash Resource Advisory Council’s request for nomination was discussed.  It was noted this is a different Resource Advisory Council than the Colville National Forest Service RAC.  S. Kiss noted a meeting has been set for the Colville National Forest RAC.   He stated he will apply to sit on the BLM Eastern Washington Resource Advisory Council.

K. Skoog provided a Legislative Steering Committee update.  Items discussed were:  fiscal sustainability, property tax cap (allow for county flexibility), increased regulation and non-funded mandates.    The Board discussed meeting with the other Elected Officials regarding fiscal sustainability.

K. Skoog discussed the Water and Ethics conference regarding the Columbia River, noting the Columbia River Treaty was discussed.   She also discussed the Department of Ecology meeting she attended, noting Stevens County Commissioner Wes McCart and Representative Shelly Short were also present.  Among the items discussed were:  wells, in-stream flows, allotments, and adjudication for water level/in-stream flows
K. Skoog discussed the Interagency Fire meeting she attended, noting the Department of Natural Resources discussed fire suppression.  S. Kiss discussed fire suppression at the Forest Service level and the DNR level.

K. Skoog also discussed grizzly bear habitat and the use of outdated science; and American Lands Council’s concern of the erosion of power lines caused by fire.

County Engineer Don Ramsey and Public Works Administrative Assistant Teresa Brooks discussed Labor and Industries Insurance.  T. Brooks discussed the Washington State Association of Counties meeting she attended last week regarding Labor and Industries, on-the-job work injuries and the administration of those claims.  She noted the Retro Pool has been on probation for two years and has resolved to close.   Their third party administrator has been Sedgwick who works with the counties, employees and the state to make sure the claims get handled in a timely manner.  As a pool they voted to leave Sedgwick and to go to a new pool that is associated with WSAC.  

D. Ramsey stated a retro pool is a self-insured pool of employers.  He also discussed the need for a third party administrator.  T. Brooks noted the importance of having an aggressive return-to-work policy and discussed the County’s three-year history and loss ratio.

Motion was made by M. Manus to seek Requests for Proposals for a third-party administrator.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.

Public Works Update – Present were:  Public Works Director Sam Castro, D. Ramsey, and Kelly Driver with the Pend Oreille Valley Railroad.
Public Hearing - Surplus and Sale of County Vehicles and Equipment.   The hearing was opened and the notice was read. The Agenda was amended to include the hearing.  D. Ramsey discussed the surplusing of three vehicles and the reserve amounts.  A resolution for the Board’s review will be provided to the Board.  The hearing was closed.
D. Ramsey discussed the  Memorial Day Usk Bridge closure, noting the local American Legion has requested closure of Usk bridge for a ten to fifteen minute ceremony in remembrance of the Navy fallen.  A resolution was presented.  Motion was made by S. Kiss to sign the resolution allowing for closure of the Usk Bridge on Memorial Day.  Motion was seconded by M. Manus.  Motion carried.

D. Ramsey provided a data report regarding Betty Mae Way, noting he will be providing additional information.
Other items discussed were:  Completion of the Sullivan Lake Gabion Wall project; Smalle Creek; Grant proposal to SURF for the Indian Creek Culvert Elimination; $120,000 revenue line item; Lehigh Hill Road landslide; Capital expenditure projects; and Corrections security system project.
