The Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00 a.m.     All members were present.

Elected Officials and Department Heads – Present were Weed Control Coordinator Sharon Sorby, County Clerk Tammie Ownbey, Auditor Marianne Nichols, Prosecutor Dolly Hunt, Treasurer Terri Miller, Public Works Director Sam Castro, Office Manager/Risk Manager Teresa Brooks, Assessor James McCroskey, Data Processing Coordinator Jill Shacklett, County Engineer Don Ramsey, Community Development Director Mike Lithgow, Probation Officer Scott Cornwell, Counseling Services Director Annabelle Payne, Commissioner Programs/Safety Christine Rahoun.

T. Brooks discussed the use of County-owned and privately-owned vehicles while on County business.  Also provided was a Vehicle Accident Checklist pamphlet.  The County provides insurance for County-owned vehicles.  Rental vehicles will be covered the same as County vehicles.  Privately-owned vehicles are covered through the driver’s private insurance company.  The County’s insurance carrier would be secondary to the private insurance.  

J. McCroskey stated the Assessor’s office is working on valuations.   S. Castro discussed the following:  plumbing/water-related issues at the Courthouse,  jail remodel project, Garden building project, mining of sand for road maintenance, Solid Waste change to take place in 2016 due to notification from current vendor they will no longer operate the transfer station. T. Miller discussed processing of tax receipts and also noted they are working on a number of property tax foreclosures.   D. Hunt discussed the transition within the Prosecutor’s office as well as busy court calendars.  T. Brooks discussed a training in progressive discipline for elected officials and department heads; K. Skoog noted last week she was invited to attend a meeting of Little Spokane River /Scotia Road residents regarding water concerns; D. Ramsey stated Public Works recently awarded two contracts, namely: Deer Valley Road/Coyote Trail and Westside Calispel Road bridge project; J. Shacklett said their office is completing the annual report this week.   A. Payne discussed the viability of the Chemical Dependency program.  M. Lithgow said Parks and Recreation is gearing up for geocaching and noted the hazard trees were removed at the County Park in time for the Park’s opening.  S.Cornwell noted Probation’s caseload numbers are up.  M. Manus discussed last week’s meeting regarding dispersed campsites at Sullivan Lake. He also discussed Tri-County Economic Development District and the Transportation Advisory Council.   S. Castro discussed the Usk Bridge and LeClerc Road noting they are part of the International Bike Route.   S. Sorby noted Weeds is working on flowering rush on the Pend Oreille River.   M. Nichols discussed the non-partisan races and noted there is no need for a primary election this year.  She also discussed the State budget, Auditor’s O&M funds and noted the Department of Retirement Systems audit has recently been completed.

Executive Session- An executive session was requested by S. Castro to discuss the performance of a public employee pursuant to RCW 42.30.110(1)(g) for 15 minutes from 10:40 a.m. to 10:55 a.m.

A. Payne provided a department update, discussing the following items:  Prevention received a $6,000 grant to provide for Youth Mental Health First Aid training.   The Association of County Human Services (ACHS) is considering restructuring their meetings, fiscal practices and focus and is likely to be brought to the attention of the Washington State Association of Counties;  There is concern about the long-term sustainability of the Chemical Dependency program.  There are reports of providers already closing their doors in other counties.  Counseling Services program assessments are scheduled out to July.  One Chemical Dependency Professional cannot meet the current caseload demands and ensure quality services while meeting various contract timeline requirements.  A. Payne urged advocacy with legislators to adequately address the Substance Abuse provider network crisis and to not cut non-Medicaid dollars to the regional support networks. Also discussed was the scheduling of a Substance Abuse Advisory meeting.

Mitch Walker discussed water transfer issues and water management and sustainability.

Garden Building Roof Project Scope of Work Workshop – Present were: S. Castro, M. Lithgow, D. Ramsey, T. Brooks, J. Shacklett and Facilities Maintenance Supervisor James Batie.  S. Castro discussed the repair history, discussing architect’s work and the Public Facilities Committee’s report to the prior Board of County Commissioners.  At that time the repairs being supported by the Committee were in excess of $400,000.  Architect Zeke Butler & Associates had prepared options and the Committee made a recommendation to the prior Board.  S. Castro discussed mitigation work and the need for a revised work scope and cost total. The Capital Facilities Plan will be revised to include an engineer’s estimate to remove skylights and flatten the roof, roofing, ceiling interior, fall protection, entry removal and siding.   M. Lithgow will prepare the draft Capital Facilities Plan Project Table and request a hearing be scheduled to adopt the revised plan.  S. Castro will prepare a summary and request for Board action next week.
