Public Works Director Sam Castro, Facilities Maintenance Supervisor James Batie, Facilities Maintenance Technician II Ben Egglestad, ITS Director Chad Goodhue and Data Processing Coordinator Jill Shacklett met to report on the HVAC compressor failure over the weekend, the hookup of temporary units, the need to protect the E911 infrastructure equipment and is requesting the Board declare an emergency that will enable the immediate repair/replacement.  C. Goodhue will oversee the project.  

Motion was made by M. Manus to approve an emergency to get repairs underway.  Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.   Motion carried.

K. Skoog noted that July 24th is the date the Joel Kretz’ sponsored wildfire suppression bill goes into effect.

Public Works – 
Present were:  S. Castro and County Engineer Don Ramsey and Office Manager/Risk Manager Teresa Brooks.   The 2015 striping program was discussed.  A resolution has been provided to the Board.  

The Hall of Justice fire detection system request for proposals has been revised and reissued.

D. Ramsey recommended the striping contract be awarded to Sharpline.  Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the award.  Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.  Motion carried.

T. Brooks discussed use of private vehicles for county business.   The employee’s insurance is the primary carrier in the event of an accident while using a private vehicle on County business. The County Policy state:  “The employee’s automobile insurance is the primary carrier.  Pend Oreille County does not insure private vehicles.  Employees and volunteers who use their personal vehicle on County business are recommended to notify their insurance carrier of the business use.”  

T. Brooks discussed information from Gallagher regarding an annual review of driving records of employee’s who use county vehicles.  This involves the review of driving abstracts and the cost is $13.00 per abstract with the funds to be paid from Risk Management funding.

D. Ramsey requested a workshop regarding establishment of ER&R rates for 2016.  The workshop is scheduled for July 7th at 9:00 a.m.

Buildings & Grounds – City of Newport has imposed watering restrictions to three days per week.

Roads – Lost Lake Road was shown incorrectly as a county road dating back to 2005/2006 and the error was corrected in  2012 to show Lost Lake Road was not a county road.  D. Ramsey noted it was dedicated to the public as a dedicated public right of way, but is not a county road.  The road is located on Forest Service land and it is the responsibility of the Forest Service.  

Solid Waste- Items discussed were the SWAC meeting, metal recycling, reduction in CPG funding, rate study is on-going, budget impacts and it was noted the Solid Waste contract expires December 2015.

County Lands- S. Castro noted that Lonnie Johnson met with him regarding county property in Ione where a mocha stand is located.  L. Johnson discussed a beautification project at that location with an information sign, information board, picnic tables and benches.  Further discussion is underway.

Executive session – S. Castro requested an executive session regarding performance of a public employee pursuant to RCW 42.30.110(1)(g) for ten minutes from 2:50p.m. to 3:00p.m.   Also present was S. Stafford.

Food $ense Program- The fiscal year 2016 budget has been submitted to the regional FNS office; Kalispel Tribal programming at the CELC began June 11th;  a weekly adult class began June 18th in the County Extension Office; and strengthening a partnership with the Master Gardeners for assistance at all three school gardens.

4-H Youth Development: Tech Wizards - Forty youth are participating in the program with an additional twenty adults participating.

Master Gardeners- The Master Gardeners are applying for a $1500 grant from King County Master Gardeners to assist in developing the garden and greenhouse adjacent to the Extension Office; the annual Garden Tour is August 2nd.

Volunteer of the Year Program-Solicitations of nominations for the ‘Volunteer of the Year’ awards are underway.

Guy Thomas, Stanley Drive resident was present to discuss the status and condition of Stanley Drive, noting the need for repair and maintenance.   Also present was D. Ramsey.  D. Ramsey provided a report on Stanley Drive which noted the Road was dedicated by the subdivider “to the public for use as public roads” on Greenridge Estates First Addition subdivision plat.  The first 0.4 miles from State Highway 20 of Stanley Drive has been established as part of the County road system.  The remaining 1.3 miles of Stanley Drive remains as a privately maintained road in a public road right of way.  The County is prohibited by law from spending County road funds on the portion of Stanley Drive that is not part of the established County road system.   Discussion was had regarding various means by which Stanley Drive could be improved to meet County road standards.
