She also discussed the chemical dependence funding concerns and noted she has discussed this with a couple of legislators due to the funding being an issue for the State and Federal governments.  She wondered if treatment staff are receiving feedback from the community regarding community options for support networks.

K. Skoog requested 5 additional minutes to 10:35 a.m.  An additional 10 minutes was requested by K. Skoog to 10:45 a.m.

K. Skoog discussed the Resource Advisory Committee meeting and allotments.   Also discussed was Sullivan Lake and the Mill Pond Dam.

Alan Botzheim and Corrections Captain Geoff Rusho were present to discuss the Livescan (digital fingerprint machine in the Jail).  It is obsolete and does not create a legible and usable print.   Also present was District Court Administrator Rachel Johnson and County Clerk Tammie Ownbey.   G. Rusho noted the system is electronically attached to the Washington State Patrol.  He noted our system is a 1996 edition and there are only three entities using this model machine.   The system is failing and there are no upgrades available. He discussed the overlay with the courts.  T. Ownbey discussed a search for information and vendors.   A. Botzheim requested to purchase two, which includes the Jail and the Civil Department at a cost of $29,176.10.   He discussed his budget and states that he has available funds.   Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the purchase of a Livescan machine for the Jail and Civil Department.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.

It was noted the Road District 3 stolen pickup has been recovered and the purchase of a replacement pickup has been placed on hold pending a damage assessment of the stolen pickup. D. Ramsey discussed his review of the speed limit and signage near the Bible Camp on LeClerc Road.  He noted the Board has authority to change the zone, pursuant to State law, the decision needs to be based on a county engineers report. He discussed speed studies done which included a review of traffic speeds from both directions.
Other update items included:  Paving projects on Nicholson Road, Greggs Addition, and the Sullivan Lake Road; the Sweeper repair costs review, and the Little Spokane River Agency meeting.

Topics of discussion will include permitting, current programs, products and methods to manage and identify native and non-native weed species that threaten the quality of the Pend Oreille Valley River ecosystem.  The workshop partnering of  the Department of Natural Resources, Department of Ecology, PUD, Seattle City Light and the County.   The project’s targeted aquatic weed is flowering rush, however Milfoil will also be discussed.
