The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00 a.m. S. Kiss was excused.

Board Reviews and Reports- The Board discussed storm damage, assessment and mitigation needs.   
(2)
Public Works Director Sam Castro discussed the two recent storms, the Red Cross Station at Riverside High School and dissemination of information to residents of the County.   Also discussed was Red Cross providing shelter for homes that are uninhabitable, noting, however, the Red Cross has dollar threshold limits.  S. Castro discussed damage assessment and cleanup work done by Public Works and County crews, noting that District 3 was least affected.  He requested an amendment to Resolution No. 2014-22 Emergency Declaration to include the August 2nd storm, as well as to include Parks and Recreation and the Fairgrounds.  S. Castro discussed adding a vegetation collection site, and noted he is grateful to those who not only supported the Public Works’ and PUD crews, but also to the communities’ involvement in moving debris.  Also discussed was the holding of a community barbeque to recognize the communities and agencies that worked together on the storm damage.

M. Manus, K. Skoog, and Commissioner Programs Christine Rahoun toured part of the County to view damage from the recent wind storms.  The route included LeClerc Road, along the east side of the Pend Oreille River heading north, down Highway 211 to Sacheen Lake, and parts of Diamond Lake.   They made several stops talking to home owners about the damage and to give information about shelters set up for showers and drinking water.  The Miner Publisher Fred Willenbrock met the group at Diamond Lake.  They toured several home sites and observed the Public Works Department cleaning up tree debris.  Discussed briefly was the road signage funding issue that was discussed in previous weeks.

The Board recessed for lunch.

Public Works Update – Present were S. Castro, County Engineer Don Ramsey and Senior Design Construction Engineer George Luft.  Also present were: Dave Windom MSHS Administrator and Jan Steinbach with Northeast Tri-County Health.
S. Castro discussed the upcoming Courthouse parking lot project.  D. Ramsey stated the following two bids were received: City View Seal Coating in the amount of $4,802.27 and Arrow Concrete & Asphalt in the amount of $11,076.28. S. Castro requested approval to award the bid to City View Seal Coating.  Motion was made by M. Manus to award the bid to City View Seal Coating.  Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.  Motion carried.
S. Castro discussed public access areas where trees and root bases pose a danger to the public and the need to assess those areas.  M. Manus stated he will go out tonight to assess public water access sites.  G. Luft provided an update on the contract regarding emergency vegetation debris, site assessments, and noted the contractor is Bronkhorst Logging
It was also noted the Poker Paddle and the County Fair will be taking place within the next two weeks.  G. Luft provided an update on trees located within the County Fairground site.  S. Castro noted mitigation of storm vegetation debris can be used in the reclamation of County pits.   He also noted they worked with the PUD in the rerouting of utility poles within the County’s right-of-way.

Solid Waste – Items discussed were:  establishment of storm vegetation dump sites for residents and advertising with KUBS FM Radio and The Miner; door-to-door visits by the Commissioners to inform the residents; flyers located at several high volume areas in the community; the Deer Valley Transfer Station will be open 8:00 a.m. to 4 p.m. seven days per week for the month of August due to the cleanup efforts after the recent storms; and disposal of spoiled food.

S. Castro commended the communities’ great support in assisting with debris cleanup.  
Roads – Updates included: completion of paving projects; Phase 1 of Striping; Phase 2 of Striping to be completed by the end of September, preparing for fog seal projects and bridge inspections

Buildings and Grounds Updated – Staff has been working with Fair Manager Jim Mathis on establishing priorities of Fairground projects.

S. Castro noted he will be traveling to Olympia to testify on August 8, 2014 before the Fish Commission.

D. Ramsey discussed the Risk Management fund, claims and noted the Risk Pool has added cyber insurance as an insurance option.

D. Windom noted Stevens County had minimal storm damage.  Tri-County Health is working with Okanogan County on health related matters regarding water systems, disposal of animal carcasses, etc.  He discussed getting Health Department information out to the public.

John Quinn provided a power point entitled “County Road Maintenance and Preservation – Where Does The Funding Come From?” which focused on the importance of road maintenance and reliable and unreliable funding sources.
Christie Wendel presented a power point entitled “Pend Oreille County Public Works 2014-2016 Strategic Plan” which defined strategic planning and why that planning is necessary.

Community Development Director Mike Lithgow provided a monthly department update on the following items:
Project Planning/Building permit are steady with the projected numbers.
Parks Board- M. Lithgow has met with WDFW and the Recreation Conservation Office to discuss the grant proposal.  The meetings were held at the Park and the Rustler’s Gulch property. The County Forester has finished the Forest Management Plan and the Parks Board has made a recommendation for approval of the Plan and submittal of this Plan to DNR for final approval.  The Long Term Forest Practice Permit has been validated and Parks is moving forward to Step 2.
Water Trail signs have been installed on the Boundary Reservoir access sites and on the State Highway.
Other Projects - Building Inspector Rick Cruse has been working with Contractors and home owners to come up with emergency authorization for damages done by the storm.  Natural Resource Planner Todd McLaughlin has been working with the PUD, Public Works and land owners to come up with emergency authorizations for damages done by the storm.
