Public Works Update – Present was S. Castro.   Also present was The Miner Reporter Don Gronning.  
S. Castro discussed the production and stockpiling of maintenance sand and recommended authorization of the Small Public Works Agreement with Sherman Rock and Concrete Company for 7,000 yards of sand for the County Road District 2 at the cost of $1.90 per cubic yard for a total cost of $13,790. Motion was made by M. Manus to accept the agreement with Sherman Rock and Concrete Company as presented.   Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.

S. Castro discussed road salt bids received for 90 tons of salt at each of the 3 Road districts.   The bids were:  Totem Pacific $23,943.60;  Roadwise, Inc. 31,036.50;   Salt District, Inc., $24,286.50;   Envirotech Servics, Inc. $46,557.90.

S. Castro recommended the bid be awarded to Totem Pacific in the amount of $88.68/ton delivered for a total of $23,943.60, plus tax. Motion was made by S. Kiss to award the salt bid to Totem Pacific.  Motion was seconded by M. Manus.  Motion carried.

Buildings and Grounds- The following items were discussed:  seven hot water tanks have been replaced; drywall repaired at the Jail Sallie Port; Jail boiler emergency replacement; Jail entry/lobby water damage repairs in progress and near completion; Hall of Justice water damage repaired; Garden Building roofing project is out to bid; Jail walk-in coolor slab is poured; annual L&I elevator inspections; Fairgrounds hazardous tree removal project is underway this week;  Jail sewer backup and mitigation.
Solid Waste – The Transfer Station is back to the normal five days per week schedule. The CPG Grant grant (pick up of litter in road right-of-way) is terminating and S. Castro noted the Jail is interested in the program for an inmate work crew.  He noted work is currently underway with the Department of Ecology to integrate these funds back to the County. He noted the grant is for two years and brings in $35,000 annually.   It was also noted that Spokane County is no longer operating a regional hazardous waste disposal.  

Roads – Items discussed were:  Best Chance Bridge project update and the Renshaw project review and comment period.

General – Items discussed were:  Title VI Coordinators’ Meeting on October 1, 2014 in Olympia; Purchasing & Contracting Procurement; meeting with architect at the Garden Building on September 12th; and State Audit Update.   M. Manus discussed chip sealing on main arterials.  S. Kiss noted concentration should be on roads that are not eligible for other funding.

Prosecuting Attorney Tom Metzger provided several legal updates.  K. Skoog discussed the Department of Natural Resources and the US Forest Service regarding fire bans.   T. Metzger provided details on how the County chose to follow DNR on their fire restrictions.

Public Comment Period –   Present was Marci Dana to discuss her daugher Ashley Dana’s 2014 Girl Schout Gold Award project.  The Board has previously given permission for A. Dana to use a garden spot on County property located off Garden Avenue for the purpose of growing vegetables.  M. Dana provided pictures of the produce harvested and noted Ashley donates the produce to the local Food Bank.

The meeting resumed.  All members were present.

Veterans Chair Frank Capehart was present to discuss the recent Washington State County Veterans Programs Summit held in Yakima on August 21st and discussions regarding the veterans assistance program.  He submitted the local By-Laws to the State.    F. Capehart noted the group had discussed the  RCWs regarding the definition of a veteran.  He noted the local chapter follows the definition found in the American Legion Manual.  He provided information regarding revenue under the 1% tax law, noting the County is within the national average.   Also noted was the new VA Hospital Administrator is holding a town hall meeting on Friday, September 12th at 6:30p.m. at the VA Hospital in Spokane.

Vice President of the Inland Empire for Washington State Geocaching Associaiton Rick Bain was present to discuss geocaching.  Also present was Community Development Director Mike Lithgow who noted R. Bain originally contacted him regarding geocaching at the County Park. A presentation was made to the Board noting this is a worldwide game with over two million geocachers worldwide.  It is a high tech treasure hunt game using gps enabled devices and is enjoyed by all ages and skill levels.  M. Lithgow  discussed Parks and Recreation partnering with the Inland Empire Geocaching Association for caches on Parks and Recreation Land with the result of increased tourism activity.

Leanna Powers was present to discuss bio solids.  Also present was Wayne Powers, Tim Ibbetson, T. Metzger and M. Lithgow.  L. Powers discussed the Department of Ecology, Fire Martin Farms as the haulers, application of untreated sludge, contaminants contained in the sludge and requested a one-thousand year moratorium on Class B sludge/bio solids.  T. Metzger discussed legal issues and a Waikiakum County court case filing.  He recommended having a work plan.  Regarding a moratorium, K. Skoog noted the need for findings and facts to justify a such an action.  Also discussed was SEPA responsibilities, issues, goals and regulators. M. Lithgow will contact Fire Martin Farms to confirm they are not moving forward.
