The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00 a.m.  All members were present.

Board Reviews and Reports-  
K. Skoog discussed the Growth Management Act stakeholder meeting scheduled for September 18th in Spokane and noted the list of invitees was limited.  She noted that she and S. Kiss attended the wolf meeting last week.   Also noted was a visit to an area south of the Ione Airport that has seen wolf activity, as well as the establishment of a policy and procedures resolution, discussion on legal ruling authority, Washington Department of Fish & Wildlife and a telephone call to Representative Shelly Short.  She also noted that due to wolf depredation, the Stevens County sheep owner is moving his flock off the private property he had been using for grazing.  

K. Skoog discussed a water availability county guidance work group meeting she attended and noted that she carpooled  with a Stevens County Commissioner.  The next meeting will be by video conferencing.

All three Commissioners attended last Saturday’s LEPC drill held at Selkirk High School.
M. Manus noted he will be attending the Tri-County Economic Development District meeting this week in Colville.  He discussed Newport Chamber of Commerce announcements.  He provided a review of the State of Reform (Health Care Conference) meeting last week held in Spokane, noting some of items of discussion were:   Metropolitan statistical area designations, marijuana, chemical dependency, Adverse Childhood Experiences study (ACEs) regarding how early years experiences afflict us in our adult years and the implications on the health care system.  Also discussed was the statewide shortage of doctors.    M. Manus also provided a PORTA update.
K. Skoog and M. Manus attended last week’s Garden Building meeting.  Public Works is working on a scope of work to fit within our budget.  The improvement needs were reviewed.  It was noted preparing the east end of the building for occupancy should be relatively easy.  Phase 2 will focus on the west end of the building for offices and conference rooms.

Tim Anderson discussed his nomination to name a Washington State ferry after Pend Oreille County, noting Pend Oreille County as the source of the 2013 Capital Christmas Tree, a State-designated bicycle route is routed through the County, water from the County is fed into the Columbia River, and power is generated here for the City of Seattle by Seattle City Light.  He noted the ferry would provide a captive audience regarding tourism in Pend Oreille County.   The Board noted his letter has been provided to PORTA.

Acting Forest Service District Ranger Brian Peck discussed the recent Millpond dam meeting and mitigation suggestions provided by the public. It was noted that through the FERC licensing process Seattle City Light is required to remove the dam and restore the reservoir bed.  It will be two to three years out before the activity begins.   Also discussed were trails that will remain open and those that will close during the work period.
Also discussed was the grazing allotment meeting last week between Forest Service, the LeClerc range allotment permit holder Steve Fountain and the Kalispel Tribe.   Alternative D was discussed and K. Skoog requested a copy. 
The installation of the cold water pipe at Sullivan Lake is scheduled to be completed December 15, 2014.  S. Kiss discussed the timing of lake drawdowns.    
K. Skoog asked for information on the Middle Fork Calispel Creek, the erosion issue and obtaining a copy of the engineer’s design packet.  
Campgrounds report: Panhandle is closed for the season; Pioneer Park is open through September 28th.  When Pioneer is shut down Panhandle will reopen on October 1srt.   Mill Pond will be closing this week.   West Sullivan and Noisy Creek campgrounds are open until the end of September.
