M. Nichols discussed the need for an On-Call Department of Licensing employee. She recommended hiring Patti Loster from the town of Ione as she has the necessary training. Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the request to hire Patti Loster as a Pend Oreille County On-Call DOL Employee pending successful pre-employment requirements. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried.

After considering the testimony from last week’s public hearing, S. Castro requested the approval of a resolution to adjust the Solid Waste rates once the document has been reviewed and approved by the Prosecuting Attorney.

Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the Public Works Department to create job descriptions for transfer station employees and to work with Human Resources to establish the salary schedule for the new positions. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried.

Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the Solid Waste Department to advertise and hire employees to operate the transfer stations. Motion was seconded by M. Manus. Motion carried.

Motion was made by M. Manus to submit the letter of intent to the State Treasurer’s office for the long-term debt not to exceed $225,000.00. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried.

S. Castro requested approval to lease/purchase a 2011 John Deere backhoe for the Solid Waste Department which will be a part of the OFM bonding process. Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the lease/purchase of a John Deere backhoe for $69,000.00. Motion was seconded by M. Manus. Motion carried.

Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the form of reimbursement to the State Treasurer. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried.
