T. Erickson discussed a proposal to extend the lease for the cell tower on Cooks Mountain. Discussion included maintenance costs, renewal periods and easement. The Board requested additional information prior to making a decision. 

D. Ramsey discussed the one bid received by Frank Gurney, Inc. through the informal process for two guardrail projects. The work will complete the bridge construction at two locations: Best Chance Road Bridge (bid at $16,600) and Westside Calispel Road Bridge (bid at $20,700).  Motion was made by K. Skoog to award both of the guardrail projects to Frank Gurney, Inc. Motion was seconded by M. Manus. Motion carried.
