Public Works Director Sam Castro, County Engineer Don Ramsey, Office Manager/Risk Manager Teresa Brooks and Fleet Manager Brian Egland were present.

S. Castro discussed the job description for the Public Works Receptionist and requested approval to advertise and hire for the position.   Also discussed was the salary.

S. Castro requested approval to advertise and hire for the Solid Waste Coordinator position.  He also discussed a salary modification.  

S. Castro discussed the salary range for ER&R Fleet Accountant.

B. Egland discussed replacement of the 2003 Chevy pickup used in Buildings and Grounds with a full-size pickup.  S. Castro discussed infusing $10,000.00 from Buildings and Grounds into the ER&R replacement fund. Also discussed was the option to not infuse the funds and to pay a higher rate to build the replacement fund for the vehicle.    Motion was made by M. Manus directing ER&R to purchase a new vehicle to replace the 2003 Chevy (MP33) pickup used by Buildings and Grounds with no infusing of funds.   Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  K. Skoog abstained.   Motion carried.
 
ER&R – B. Egland discussed the replacement of two existing trucks which are scheduled for replacement in 2015.    S. Castro requested approval to purchase under the State Contract two 2015 International cab and chassis trucks from Cascadia International in the amount of $217,326.26 excluding tax.   The price will include Allison 400rds automatic transmissions and locking rear differentials.   He also requested to purchase under the State contract outfitting the two trucks with hydraulic systems. The first truck will be outfitted with a frank double dump box for the cost of $61,953.52 excluding tax.  The second truck will be outfitted with a contractor dump box and a right side snow wing for the cost of $66,820.79 excluding tax.  S. Kiss questioned the need for automatic transmissions and a discussion was held.    Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the purchase of the two 2015 International trucks and outfitting the two trucks with dump boxes and a snow wing as requested.  Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.  Motion carried. 
S. Castro requested approval to purchase  a 2015 590 Super N Tier IV backhoe from Central Machinery Sales under the National Joint Powers Alliance membership for the price of $117,724 and trade in of a 1998 John Deere 310SE backhoe for the value of $25,500 excluding sales tax.  The net purchase cost is $92,224 excluding tax.   Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the purchase of the backhoe as requested.   Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.    Motion carried.
D. Ramsey discussed establishing Wagon Wheel Avenue as a maintained County road.   The road meets the test of RCW 36.75.070.  Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the resolution designating Wagon Wheel Avenue as a maintained County Road.   Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.   Motion carried.

T. Brooks provided information on the cost to the County for cleanup of the July 23, 2014 windstorm in the Sacheen Lake area. Cleanup was done over a 41 day period with 674 regular hours and 478 overtime hours for a total County labor cost of $44,889.  Equipment charges by ER&R were $16,332.00 and Bronkhurst Logging for the vegetation debris cleanup cost was $74,134.

D Ramsey discussed projects for the Federal Lands Access Program.  Specific projects discussed were:  Flowery Trail, Best Chance slide and bank repair and the Yokum Lake Recreation Access Road as a Parks and Recreation project.

S. Kiss reported that he attended last week’s Fair Board meeting and discussed their pickup.  The Fair Board has decided on a new pickup through ER&R.
