The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00am.  All members were present.

Board Reviews and Reports –
M. Manus discussed the recent TEDD meeting and the proposed U.S. bike route, noting one county was concerned about the potential for liability for travel on their county roads.  M. Manus discussed the current bike designated route.  
K. Skoog discussed last week’s meeting on Rustlers Gulch and completion schedule for the road and parking lot. The Department of Fish and Wildlife is applying for grant dollars for the projects.
K. Skoog reported on the Eastern Washington Council of Governments meeting and a transfer of federal lands resolution.  She will research further and share with the Board next week.
K. Skoog discussed the Growth Management Act opt-out, noting the bill is scheduled to be signed today.  Other items discussed were: availability of Community Development Block Grants, Futurewise appeal, limited opt-out time, and discussing with the mayors.
Newport City Administrator Ray King was present and the GMA was discussed, noting they are researching whether or not cities would be affected and, if so, how.  Community Development Block Grants were discussed.  It was noted that county and city issues differ.

Human Resources Coordinator Shelly Stafford discussed the Library’s request for assistance on personnel matters, noting the Library is part of the County’s health insurance program.

Telephone conference call was held with Weed Control Coordinator Sharon Sorby.  Also present were:  Weed Specialist II Loretta Nichols, Weed Specialist III Jan Rice, Weed Board member Warren Koontz, Data Processing Coordinator Jill Shacklett and Auditor Marianne Nichols.  Items discussed were:  budget regarding seasonal weed inspectors, project revenue, involved projects consist of Seattle City Light, PUD, Department of Natural Resources, Department of Ecology and the Neighborhood Cost Share.

Corrections facility workgroup update – present Public Works Director Sam Castro, M. Nichols, J. Shacklett, and Corrections Captain Geoff Rusho.  Also present was Miner Reporter Don Gronning.
S. Castro discussed security cameras, prior camera package was purchased through a USDA grant, options to consider searching for those funds, and systems within the County’s reach.  There are two options:  use our dollars or solicit USDA grant funds.  Also the committee discussed the need for more inmate beds.  G. Rusho discussed the configuration for the addition of ten beds, noting the Prison Rate Elimination Act requires a complete sight and sound elimination for male and female inmates.  The new configuration would meet the PREA requirements and provide an outdoor recreation area that would also meet those requirements.   The approximate cost is $70,000 which would be paid from the Capital Project Fund.  Also discussed was the list of projects for 2014/2015.    Motion was made by M. Manus allowing S. Castro to move forward.  Motion died without a second.
S. Castro suggested the Capital Facilities workgroup meet with the Corrections Facility workgroup.  The Board asked him to proceed on scheduling a meeting.

Public Works Update - Present were S. Castro and Solid Waste Coordinator Beth Gillespie.
Timber – The timber business files were transferred to the Board of Commissioners.  B. Gillespie discussed the transfer.
S. Kiss will oversee the timber files and day-to-day business.

B. Gillespie provided a Solid Waste Pickup Grant update which includes $31,688 in grant funds.  She discussed a six-month cumulative litter pickup report.  

S. Castro discussed the following items:  The Department of Ecology has approved the Mountain Meadow Dam emergency action plan.  The elevator contract is near completion.  A confined space policy has been completed and submitted to the Department of Labor and Industries.

S. Castro requested Board approval for the Small Public Works Agreement with Wilbert Precast, Inc. for Redi-Rock, Geo-Block and Geo-Grid for the gabion wall repair on Sullivan Lake Road.  This is considered a sole source due to the design of the wall.  The cost of $43,420.90 will be billed to the grant received for this repair work.  Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the Small Public Works Agreement as a sole source agreement.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.

International Code Council training was attended by Building Inspector Rick Cruse.  A Washington Rural Health Association town hall meeting will be held April 16th at 6 p.m.  He provided a Washington Counties Risk Pool update on claims management.
