Items discussed included personnel vacancies in the department, road maintenance operations, the status of roads affected by the rains, the West Branch LeClerc Bridge #2 construction process including the preparation of bid specifications, repair of the transfer station tipping floor, jail security fencing and the jail security camera system.

M. Lithgow presented the recommendations submitted by members of the Parks & Recreation Advisory Board from the Pend Oreille County Parks Timber Sale 2016 Logging Bids. Approval was requested to award the Logging bid to Burya Logging from Chewelah pending a successful reference check. Motion was made by S. Kiss to award Burya Logging for the logging of the parks properties. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried.

M. Lithgow presented the summary of the mill bid results submitted by Northwest Management, Inc. Motion was made by K. Skoog to accept the awarding of the mill bids as presented. Motion was seconded by S. Kiss. Motion carried.

Other items discussed included permits and inspections, vacancies on both the Parks & Recreation Advisory Board and the Planning Commission, and, the Pacific Northwest Trail.

The group discussed aspects of the Marijuana Moratorium including Planning Commission workshops, land use and legalities. County resident Carol Eugene was present.

Also discussed was water banking, the Diamond Lake Subarea planning effort and the Capital Facilities planning effort.
