The Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00.  All members were present. Steve Kiss offered the invocation. Mike Manus led the flag salute.

M. Manus provided an update on the WSAC legislative meeting he attended last week in Olympia regarding GMA (Growth Management Act).

The Board discussed the presentations on Coordination from last week’s Natural Resource Committee and Northeast Washington Counties meetings.

Public Works Director Sam Castro was present to request an executive session regarding the performance of a public employee pursuant to RCW 42.30.110(1)(g) for 30 minutes from 10:05-10:35. Also present was Human Resources Manager Maria Swinger-Inskeep. S. Castro exited the meeting at 10:35 and the Board requested an additional 40 minutes until 11:15.

Motion was made by S. Kiss to approve sending a letter to Mr. Taudd Hume regarding Stanley Drive. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried.

M. Swinger-Inskeep was present to speak to the Board about a request for a salary change. Motion was made by K. Skoog to table the request for salary change and the updated salary table until there is clarification from the department head making the request. Motion was seconded by S. Kiss. Motion carried.

Prosecutor Dolly Hunt was present for a legal update. Also present were Attorney Nathan Smith, Community Development Director Mike Lithgow, county resident David Fredley, and Water & Natural Resource Consultant Gene St. Godard. The group discussed issues regarding water banking including: the need and purpose to establish a water bank; the structure of a water bank; availability of legal water; purchasing, leasing, managing, and mitigation of water rights; establishing an advisory board; water rights owned by the water bank; and permits. The group also discussed stream flows and the Department of Ecology.

July 12, 2016

The Commissioners’ meeting resumed at 9:00. All members were present.

The Board called for an executive session regarding the performance of a public employee pursuant to RCW 42.30.110(1)(g) for 10 minutes from 9:05-9:15.

Bid Opening – Unleaded Gasoline and Diesel Fuel. Present were S. Castro and County Engineer Don Ramsey. The hearing was opened and the notice was read. One bid was received from City Service. 

Bid Opening –Crushed Coverstone Gravel. One bid was received from Woods Crushing & Hauling for Mid county. One bid was received from Versatile Industries for North county.

There being no discussion, the hearing was closed.

Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the Fuel bid from City Service. Motion was seconded by S. Kiss. Motion carried.

Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the Mid County Coverstone bid from Woods Crushing & Hauling. Motion was seconded by S. Kiss. Motion carried. 

Motion was made by S. Kiss to approve the North County Coverstone bid from Versatile Industries. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried.

Public Works Update – Present were S. Castro and D. Ramsey.

S. Castro recommended the Board approve to advertise and call for bids for the Women’s Recreation Jail Project. Motion was made by S. Kiss to approve advertising for bid on the Women’s Recreation Jail Project. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried. The bid opening was scheduled for August 22 at 11:00 a.m.

S. Castro discussed staffing needs in the Solid Waste division and requested approval to advertise for a 4/5 employee. Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve to advertise for and hire a 4/5-time solid waste employee. Motion was seconded by S. Kiss. Motion carried.

Update items included the pending arrival of the HVAC unit, the Ceiling Project at the Hall of Justice, the janitorial services contract, the submittal of the courthouse grant request, the quarterly inspection of the elevator resulting in a failed circuit board, WSAC discussions regarding solid waste, days of operation at the transfer stations, the water leak at the fairgrounds, cell phone tower lease options, a failed culvert requiring replacement, rights-of-way at Diamond Lake, vegetation control, and road maintenance.

S. Castro discussed the job description for the Public Works Surveyor and recommended a current and qualified employee be moved into that position. Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the job description for the Public Works Surveyor. Motion was seconded by S. Kiss. Discussion resulted in postponing a vote until the afternoon following further review.

Washington State Auditor’s Office Entrance Conference – Present were State Auditor’s Office Assistant Audit Manager Alisha Shaw, State Auditor’s Office Audit Lead Walter Green, Financial Manager Jill Shacklett, and Treasurer Terri Miller. Items discussed included the accountability audit, the financial statement audit, the federal grant compliance audit, levels of reporting, and the audit process.

The Board called for an executive session regarding the performance of a public employee pursuant to RCW 42.30.110(1)(g) for 10 minutes from 11:25-11:35. M. Manus requested an additional 60 minutes to 12:35 with S. Castro in attendance.
