Discussion items included the receiving of the 2016 Environmental Permitting Grant in the amount of $250,000.00 from the State of Washington Department of Commerce to support local economic development; the proposed industrial project with HiTest Sand; Whatcom v. Hirst; Planning Commission member positions up for renewal; and the marijuana moratorium. Also discussed was the status of the County’s compliance with the provisions of the GMA, and updating the Comprehensive Plan and Development Regulations.
