The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00am.  All members were present.

The Board discussed capital improvement requests with Community Development Director Mike Lithgow, noting the Capital Projects Committee will need to meet in two months to review the capital improvements list.

Board Reviews and Reports -  

The Board discussed representation on the Legislative Steering Committee.  K. Skoog will be the County’s representative on this Committee.  Discussed HB 1007 (requiring covering of gravel trucks).  Also discussed HB 1350 regarding water wells.
K. Skoog discussed a developing a working list and specific items to place on that list.  Two items are Section 16 and Viet Road.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  Legal counsel requested an executive session via a conference call to discuss potential litigation pursuant to RCW 42.0.110(1)(i).   Present was Attorney Stanley Schwartz and M. Lithgow, Attorney Stacy Bjordahl and Joe and Gayle Cagianut.  The session began at 11:00 a.m, lasted for one hour and forty minutes and ended at 12:40 p.m.

Human Resource Coordinator Shelly Stafford discussed having mediation dates for three contract groups.   She also discussed changes to the County’s Employment Application.

Public Works Update –
Present were Public Works Director Sam Castro and Fleet Manager Brian Egland.  S. Castro thanked S. Kiss for having attended the Public Works staff meeting this morning.  
S. Castro discussed a proposed network agreement with the City of Seattle.  Pend Oreille County is a host site for a continuously operating reference station (CORS) which transmits live GPS satellite data to a central processing center.  With this agreement all fees are waived for the County and we have full rights to the network.  Our access to the system will enhance our internal GIS mapping layers and survey data which are used for road design and construction.  This agreement obligates the City of Seattle to provide Technology Education lectures to the County or Local Schools once every twenty-four months.  S. Castro requested approval of the Agreement.   Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the Agreement with the City of Seattle.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss and passed unanimously.

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ER&R – Vehicle Replacement
B. Egland discussed downsizing the 2004 Ford Expedition used by Community Development.   They are requesting approval to purchase under the State contract a 2013 Ford Explorer for the price of $27,074 plus tax.  It was noted the cost under-run will be included as carryover to the new vehicle.  This downsize will reduce Community Development’s monthly overhead.
B. Egland discussed the replacement of a 1994 Chevy one-ton flat bed and a 1999 Crown Victoria, and the purchase under State contract of two Ford F250 XL Extended Cab trucks from Columbia Ford.  The purchase cost for one unit with a snow plow is $31,362.00 and one unit without a snow plow is $25,305.00, excluding sales tax.  It was noted the cost under-run will be included as carryover to the new vehicles.

Motion was made by S. Kiss to move forward with the purchase of the 2013 Ford Explorer and the two Ford F250s as described.   Motion was seconded by K. Skoog and passed unanimously.  
S. Castro discussed professional development opportunities for staff this week.  Also discussed were: the Sullivan Lake gabion wall project and working with the Forest Service regarding mitigation on the project; county-wide culvert inventory; investment of PILT Title II monies; currently conducting a road inventory regarding damaged roads; the next two ER&R strategic planning meetings will be in February and March.  
Buildings and Grounds –  Items discussed were:  The current elevator maintenance contract is due for review in March; the replacement of the HVAC in the Sheriff’s Building; application for nomination of the County Courthouse for placement on the National Historic Register and benefits of being placed on that register.  S. Castro  discussed  a current assessment of Hall of Justice electrical needs and safety hazards.  This assessment will determine placement need of outlets.   Sixteen outlets are planned.  This work will be done through the Buildings and Grounds budget at a cost of less than $6,000 and will be done within thirty days.

Timber- Items discussed were:  An agreement with Steve Gibson has been initiated for re-establishing the 2013 timber harvest and resolution of access issues.

Prosecuting Attorney Tom Metzger discussed indemnification insurance, noting he is working on a resolution to present to the Board at a later time.   T. Metzger also discussed LEOFF1 Board insurance requirements.

Weeds Coordinator Sharon Sorby discussed a part-time temporary position of Program Manager, requesting to hire Jan Rice from February 18th through May 31st, contingent upon successful pre-employment checks.  The position is funded through their Neighborhood Cooperative Cost-Share USFS Title II grant.  The Board requested additional information and took no action at this time.
