K. Skoog reported on the NACo Conference and her various meetings regarding the following:  outlining a plan regarding predatory animals; coordination efforts regarding health, safety and welfare and the increase in timber production and in the number of mills; and noted she will be obtaining information on in-stream flows and healthy water sheds.

Counseling Services Director Annabelle Payne provided a monthly update.  Items discussed were:
The Developmental Disability Administration provided a recent training on Functional Behavior Assessment to school and counseling staff, as well as community members, such as the foster parent coordinator.  The Spokane RSN has opened up access to north central counties to two Evaluation & Treatment (E&Ts) centers in the Spokane area (Calispel and Foothills).    

Also, discussed were sequestration impacts and it was noted the State is cutting 5% across the board for substance abuse. She also noted the Prevention Program is sponsoring community training with addiction specialist Dr. Kevin McCauley on May 26th and 30th.   She discussed WAC 388-06-170 and 388-06-0180 regarding certain criminal felony convictions.

Interim WSU Extension Director Wendy Leach Drum provided an update and discussed the following: the on-going search for an Extension Director; the submission of a $209,247.00 Food Sense grant; Master Gardeners’ garden tour and dinner scheduled for August 4th; a Ties To The Land workshop scheduled for June 8th; Food Preservation classes began May 1st in Pullman and Phase 2 will begin in August.  Office Manager/4-H Program Assistant/Food Safety & Preservation Assistant Carla Pogson will attend the Phase 2 training and she will then be qualified to begin teaching food safety preservation classes.  
W. Leach Drum noted their work with the Newport School District regarding grant writing and stated they have received a $7500.00 fitness grant and a $2500.00 ING running grant is under review.  Other items discussed were: Growing Your Groceries classes at Camas Center; noxious weed and pesticide application education programs in partnership with Weed Board are on-going; Water Trail interpretive development is on-going; Agriculture Program Coordinator Carol Mack is co-editing an e-newsletter with Department of Natural Resources; the Federally Recognized Tribal Extension Program discussed.

W. Leach Drum stated 4-H has been in existence in the County since 1916 and currently there are 14 clubs with 150 participants and 40 leaders in the County.

Emergency Management Deputy Director JoAnn Boggs presented an agreement with Spokane County Department of Emergency Management which is part of a planning contract for 2014 to fund a part time person in the Sheriff’s Office and to assist Emergency Management with travel costs regarding Homeland Security.
