The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00am.  All members were present.

EXECUTIVE SESSION - Human Resources Coordinator Shelly Stafford requested an executive session to discuss collective bargaining pursuant to RCW  42.30.140(4)(a) for one hour and fifty minutes from 9:10 a.m. to 11:00 a.m.

M. Manus provided an update regarding the National Forest meeting he attended November 26th in Portland, Oregon at the Forest Service’s Region 6 Headquarters.  He noted there were Commissioners from Stevens, Okanogan and Ferry counties also present at the meeting.  

The Board discussed meetings they will be attending this week.
K. Skoog provided an update regarding the Shoreline Master Program, as well as her contact with Representative Shelly Short.

Past Interim WSU Extension Director Wendy Leach Drum introduced Mike Jensen as the new WSU Extension Director.  M. Jensen discussed his background in 4-H and Extension, as well as his work with loggers in northern Michigan.  He noted his undergraduate work was in forest resource management.   He discussed Extension’s job of supporting youth and volunteers and in providing education and training in the communities.   He is a volunteer firefighter as well as an EMT.  He discussed the reactivation of some of Extension’s advisory groups regarding 4-H, natural resources and an overall advisory group, as well as youth development programs.
W. Leach provided a Food Sense Program update and discussed the Farm Bill.     M. Manus discussed the National Forest Service and noted that 59% of Pend Oreille County is national forest.

Public Works Update – Present were:  Director Sam Castro, County Engineer Don Ramsey, Administrative Assistant Teresa Brooks, Senior Design Construction Engineer George Luft, and Solid Waste Coordinator Beth Gillespie.
S. Castro discussed the Solid Waste hauler’s rate increases which are based on the Consumer Price Index.  He noted Solid Waste has not increased their operational cost rates since January of 2011.  B. Gillespie discussed the 2013 prices and the proposed 2014 rate prices.   S. Castro presented a resolution which will increase the Solid Waste rates and requested Board approval.  Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the Solid Waste disposal rates which will be effective March 1, 2014.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss and passed unanimously.  
RESOLUTION NO. 2013-36, COMMISSIONERS’ RECORDING

S. Castro noted an Ecology grant reimbursement of $73,905.84 which was received in November.
G. Luft discussed several projects that need environmental work to be performed by a consultant regarding cultural resources, biological assessment, wetlands permitting and geotechnical.  This work is necessary in order to complete the projects and to satisfy requirements of the funding agencies.  The projects are as follows:  Indian Creek, Sandy Shores, Shearer Lake Pit, Sullivan Lake Inlet Bridge and Skookum Creek Best Chance Road Culvert Replacement.  Motion was made by S. Kiss to approve solicitation of the environmental work. K. Skoog voted no.   Motion was seconded by M. Manus.  Motion carried.
Buildings and Grounds – S. Castro discussed the completed handrail project. The project was part of the Capital Facilities plan for 2014, but was completed at this time due to safety concerns.  He discussed paying the project cost of $1,773.18 from Capital Facilities and the Board agreed.  
S. Castro provided a recap of timber harvests from 1984 to-date, as well as the 2014 draft harvest numbers.   He also noted the Park has thirty-five acres of diseased timber.  

Roads – S. Castro noted the Washington State Department of Transportation has $90,000,000 available for bridge projects and has called for projects within the State.  There is also a call for Resource Advisory Committee (RAC) Title II projects.

Prosecutor Tom Metzger provided a legal update.    Items discussed were vegetation management, the Skookum Rendevous binding site adjustment, a rock crush and various budget matters.

Public Works Six-Year Transportation Plan Workshop – Present were S. Castro and D. Ramsey.  D. Ramsey presented the Six-Year Transportation Improvement Plan for 2014 to 2019, noting it is the Board’s task to adopt the Six-Year Transportation Improvement Plan by the end of each year. It was noted the Plan is part of the Road’s standards of practice and in order for the county to continue eligibility to receive state and federal funding.  The review of the Total Funds portion of the Plan included a review of projects in Bridges and Structures, Preservation, New Construction, Reconstruction and 3R, Traffic Safety, Fish Passage and Trails and Paths with each section arranged by project priority.

Auditor Marianne Nichols and Data Processing Coordinator Jill Shacklett discussed budget items, Homelessness Program, Low Income Housing, Youth Emergency Services, and Crime Victims Services.

Community Development Update -Director Mike Lithgow reviewed New World Project Planning, Building Permits and the Parks Board, noting the County Park is closed for the season and he also discussed a recent disc golf committee meeting. It was noted the Parks Board is trying to coordinate with the Forest Service regarding Batey Bould.    Other items discussed were: the Comprehensive Plan approval scheduled for December 17th which includes the Park Plan; arranging a meeting of the County Lands Committee; working with the Economic Development Council on their website.  M. Lithgow  has been working with Professor Gregg Dorhn and the EWU Graduate Students Fall 2013 Planning Studio Project (Rustler’s Gulch Recreation Area).  He noted the students will present their findings to the Board on December 10th.   Natural Resource Planner Todd McLaughlin has been working with the Road Dept. on the following items:  Indian Creek Crossing, Skookum Creek Culvert Elimination, Coyote Trail Road, West Branch LeClerc Creek Bridge, Sandy Shores, Sullivan Lake and performing a review of maintenance projects in relationship to the General HPA.   He also has been meeting with Pat Buckley of the PUD on the fish ladder project and the cold water pipe project.  The Survey Crew has completed most of the survey for the equestrian trail.
