Prosecutor Tom Metzger provided a legal update – Among the items discussed were:  marijuana license applications and responses, Weed Board, Economic Development Council, and psychiatric boarding space.

Forest Service District Ranger Gayne Sears, Forest Service Colville National Forest RELM Staff Officer Craig Newman, Kevin Walton and Franklin Pemberton discussed the South End Project and travel management in the national forest.  C.  Newman provided a history of the project dating back to 2005 and noted community meetings that were held to discuss where motor vehicle use was desired and appropriate.  Other items discussed were route planning, disbursed camping areas, designate development areas, trailheads and trail connectivity.  It was noted the Forest Service will perform a mixed use analyses as well as look at mitigation regarding risk management and public safety.   Enforcement and the possible development of an OHV ambassador program were discussed, as well as developing a timeline for riding on the Forest Service trails.

WSU Extension Director Mike Jensen provided an update, noting Extension State Director Dr. Koenig will be visiting in January.  M. Jensen discussed leveraging of University dollars for a connectivity network available through WSU, noting Dr. Koenig has put together a package for desktop video conferencing which WSU will have installed.  The County would provide the 50” television.  The Board noted the value of having this connectivity for video conferencing.  M. Jensen will notify Dr. Koenig and bring back additional information.  M. Jensen also discussed 4-H youth legislative activities. K. Skoog noted she will speak to the 4-H group at their next meeting.

The hearing was opened and the notice read. 

M. Lithgow explained the process for development of the Plan, noting it includes the Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program for 2014-2019, Capital Facilities, Parks and Recreation Plan and he noted the Planning Commission, in their advisory role, recommended approval of the four items.

D. Ramsey discussed the Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program review and prior workshops and prioritizing the program’s twenty-two projects (total amount of $23,000,000) over six years.  He noted all projects will not be done, but the projects need to be in the STIP in order to receive funding.  The Transportation Improvement Plan is a guide as to where we seek funding.  He also discussed the Annual Construction Program for projects identified to be completed in 2014 as well as the Bridge Report.
The hearing was closed.
