The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00am.  All members were present.
(1)
Board Review and Reports:  

M. Manus discussed a meeting with McMorris Rodgers’ Resource and Ag Manager Mike Poulson regarding lobbying on Capitol Hill in Washington D.C. with legislators and a two-day meeting with Congresswoman Cathy McMorris Rodgers’ Office.  
K. Skoog provided a Legislative Steering Committee update.  She noted they are in preparation for the next biennium.  Topics discussed were healthcare integration and regional support networks, correctional facilities and assessments and mental health and chemical dependency services.

K. Skoog discussed the Growth Management meeting on January 16th in Olympia.  She noted this is a work group session on upcoming bills and public hearings.

S. Kiss discussed the North County Chamber meeting, noting the Lions Annual scenic train rides and the PORT’S maintenance of track along that scenic route. 

The Board reviewed this week’s schedule of meetings.

The Board recessed for lunch.

Public Works Update - Present were:  Public Works Director Sam Castro, County Engineer Don Ramsey and Senior Design Construction Engineer George Luft.
S. Castro discussed the adoption of overhead rates for ER&R, which is in the Boards’ Consent Agenda.  He also discussed future workshops on a fuel usage charge for anticipated capital expenses/replacements.

Solid Waste –Excess Disposal is anticipating approximately 75% increase for cardboard recycling which will generate approximately $15,000 to $30,000 annual revenue for Solid Waste.
Timber – Basna 1 and Basna 2 harvests are completed; Tiger Hill is 75% complete; Schneider Pit is next on the harvest schedule followed by Deer Valley.  The forestland inventory growth and yield analysis is near completion.  S. Castro noted there is a lack of parcel numbers on some of the County parcels and there is a need for better land management.

Buildings/Grounds – The County Courthouse is now listed in the National Register of Historic Places.  Public Works will send a letter of recognition to Annie Doyon recognizing her consulting support for historic building preservation.
Roads – The Mountain Meadow Dam emergency action plan is near completion. G. Luft noted the Sullivan Lake gabion wall project will be addressed at this week’s Planning Commission meeting.  As a second touch, D. Ramsey discussed a 4-way stop as damage mitigation for the Ione Bridge.  S. Kiss discussed his contact with constituents and the impact to the trucks regarding the 4-way stop, and suggested a reduced speed instead of the 4-way stop.  S. Castro discussed the monitoring of the freeze/thaw regarding impacts to roads.  D. Ramsey discussed the Flowery Trail route from Danforth going up over to Chewelah.  S. Castro also reported on snow responses and sand stockpiling. 
ER&R –  A workshop was requested to  discuss 2014 purchases and replacement schedules.  The workshop is scheduled for January 28th at 1:pm in the Commissioners’ meeting room.

Prosecuting Attorney Tom Metzger provided a legal update.  Among the items discussed were:  contractual and liability indemnifications, noting the Washington Counties Risk Pool has a publication regarding contracting for services, insurance language in the public defender contract, public record requests and publication of legal notices.

Motion was made by M. Manus to continue the meeting to January 14, 2014.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.

The meeting was resumed and all members were present.

Newport School District Superintendent Dave Smith and Technology Director Steve Shumski were present to discuss the upcoming 3-year replacement Maintenance and Operations school levy.  Also present were Auditor Marianne Nichols and Treasurer Terri Miller.   The current levy expires in 2014 and the replacement levy will begin being collected in 2015.  The levy is a fixed amount divided by the assessed valuation and is estimated at $2.06 per $1,000.00 of assessed valuation.  As the assessed valuation goes up, the amount per thousand dollars of assessed valuation is decreased.

Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the Prosecutor’s request to advertise for Victim-Witness Program Coordinator and to approve the Job Description.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.

EXECUTIVE SESSION - Human Resources Coordinator Shelly Stafford requested an executive session to discuss collective bargaining pursuant to RCW 42.30.140(4)(a) for thirty minutes from 10:45a.m. to 11:15a.m.   An additional forty-five minutes was requested to 12:00 Noon.
The Board recessed for lunch.

S. Castro requested time to discuss a 2012 Memorandum of Understanding with the Forest Service to obtain funding for the obliteration of a portion of Middle Fork Road and the reconstruction and realignment of another road.  Also present was G. Luft.   The MOU states we would be working together for design work for the obliteration.  The intent of the overall project was discussed.  It was noted there are campsites in that area that would be eliminated.  S. Castro noted that Public Works’ workload is such that we cannot entertain another design project.  The Board asked that S. Castro notify the Forest Service that the County does not have the time or resources to work on this project, nor is there any benefit to the County.
