Reviews and Reports – Among the items discussed were:   Tri-County Board of Health meeting held last week in Colville and attended by M. Manus and K. Skoog.   K. Skoog discussed the recent Eastern Washington Council of Governments and noted they are moving forward regarding an August 2015 event which will be centered around public lands.

Also discussed was a meeting invitation received from Stevens County to attend a meeting with the Upper Columbia Unites Tribes regarding their work plan.  S. Kiss noted a concern would be water quality.        

S. Kiss reported on the Martin Hall meeting.  Spokane County Commissioner Shelly O’Quinn was at the meeting and she discussed financial responsibility and using Spokane’s facility.  S. Kiss noted on March 1, 2015 Spokane County will become delinquent in their contract with Martin Hall if they don’t pay pursuant to the existing Martin Hall contract.  

K. Skoog will leave tomorrow to attend the Farm Bureau meetings.  She discussed testimony for various bills and noted a Joint House Memorial has been put together by Representative Joel Kretz and Representative Shelly Short that covers all the bills.

Public Works Update – Present were: Public Works Director Sam Castro, County Engineer Don Ramsey and Office Manager/Risk Manager Teresa Brooks.  

S. Castro and D. Ramsey discussed data from a state-wide report on incidents at intersections when leaving a State highway onto a county road.   

S. Castro requested approval for ER&R to purchase three 2015 Chevrolet Tahoes from the State contract at the cost of $104,820.00, not including sales tax, from Bud Clary Auto dealership.  The cost overrun will be included in the carryover.  These are replacement vehicles for the Sheriff’s Department.  Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the purchase as requested.   Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.  Motion carried.
 
S. Castro requested approval to sole source with Day Wireless the outfitting of the three 2015 Chevrolet Tahoes with radios and auxiliary equipment. Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the resolution to sole source the equipment as requested.  Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.   Motion carried.

Road Update:  T. Brooks discussed fuel usage and cost comparison regarding County vehicles.    S. Castro provided an update on the City of Newport’s Garden Avenue sidewalk project.   He also discussed Road restrictions and noted permits are being issued.    

Solid Waste Update – S. Castro met with Robanco regarding an extension of the current agreement.  Robanco is not interested in extending the agreement.  An agreement was reached with Robanco for repair of the tipping floor at the Deer Valley Transfer Station.  

ER&R – D. Ramsey provided an update on the auction of surplus vehicles.

Buildings and Grounds Update – Remodeling within Community Development office located in the lower level of the Courthouse is underway with the goal to provide better customer service and the reconfiguration of office space is near completion.  The Garden Building project scope is being modified for the roof repair which is going out for bid within the next few weeks.  Work is continuing on the interior of the building.

Prosecutor Dolly Hunt provided a legal update.  Items discussed were: Open Public Meeting Act; Medical Examiner agreement; deputy prosecutor position update; Tri-County Health, and the Planning Commissions’ denial of WASATCH and Associates’ rezone plan.

Public Comment Period – Les and Geraldine Waggoner were present to discuss the Little Spokane River Road and request for gravel on the non-maintained portion of the County Road.  He discussed the letter he received from S. Castro, RCWs regarding true location of a road, street improvement provision of supplies and materials and minimum standards for driveways.   Also discussed was the County’s Website and “Code of the West”.

Also provided was a copy of the Engineer’s Report which gives the vacation background, requirements of the law, and Engineer’s recommendation.  G. Luft noted there will be no landlocked lots and the utility easements will stay in place.  There were no members of the public present for comment.

The hearing was opened and the Notice was read. There were no representatives from Avista Utilities present and there were no members of the public present.   The proposed ordinance has been reviewed and approved by County Prosecutor Dolly Hunt.  Motion was made by M. Manus to sign the ordinance relating to the Avista Utilities’ agreement with Pend Oreille County.   Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.   Motion carried.

Wireless internet at the County Park will be discussed at the February Parks Board meeting.

Other projects discussed were:  Office remodel; annual Comp Plan update; HB 1158, Capital Facilities Update, Fire Mountain Bio-Solids, USFS Snow Plow Interlocal; Seattle City Light Interlocal, and Request For Proposals for Shoreline Stabilization.
