The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00am.  All members were present.

Board Reviews and Reports – K. Skoog discussed ESB 6194 and EHB 1224 and the submittal of testimony.  She also discussed legislation regarding tax exempt economic development (EHB 2447).  

M. Manus discussed last week’s meeting regarding NE Washington Health Programs, as well as a meeting with Congresswoman Cathy McMorris Rodgers. Items discussed at the meetings were mental health concerns and the lack of mental health beds in the State.  He also provided an update on meetings of the Economic Development Council and Tri-County Economic Development District. The Regional Transportation Planning Organization was discussed at the TEDD meeting as well as the inclusion of ATVs and a suggestion for a bicycle route on Highway 20 from Anacortes which would meet up with Highway 2 and ultimately extend across the United States. She discussed the decommissioning of the road along the stream, noting this would allow trees to grow back up, allowing shade which will affect the water temperature.  S. Castro discussed the project and letters of support received.   G. Sears noted that vegetation management is taking place in the Power Lake area in the next five to ten years.  S. Castro discussed reassessment of the area and the possibility of a different route.    Rocky Creek/Mill Creek was also discussed.
