Scotia Road residents Teri Tracy and Joel Fishburn discussed concerns regarding the Little Spokane River, concerns about future wells and future meetings regarding water.    M. Manus discussed partnering with Spokane and Stevens’ counties to secure grant funds for a feasibility study to come up with a solution to mitigate watershed concerns.  S. Kiss noted part of that study would be to get community input.

Public Works update –   Present were Public Works Director Sam Castro, County Engineer Don Ramsey and Office Manager/Risk Manager Teresa Brooks.  T. Brooks discussed a policy for the reporting of vehicle damage accident and the requirement to report those incidents to the Risk Pool.  This policy would be an appendix to the Personnel Policy.  Also discussed was training in progressive disciple with funds available through the Risk Pool.   The training would be for managers, department heads and elected officials.  The Board advised T. Brooks to proceed with the policy for reporting of vehicle damage and arranging the progressive discipline training as discussed.  

Buildings and Grounds -
S. Castro reviewed the 2015 Capital projects and Public Facilities Plan list, discussed updates, and recommended specific projects be pushed out to 2016.  A draft revised Plan list will be provided to the Board.

The engineering plans have been received for the Garden building for structure modification to remove problematic structural issues, specifically in the center of the building from the reception area to the back side of the building. The estimated cost is $89,650.00.  A workshop has been scheduled with Consulting Engineers Sewell & Associates.   S. Castro also requested a workshop with the Board to discuss available funds and to get Board direction.     

Other items discussed were:  landscaping at the Hall of Justice; low water pressure in the Courthouse; T. Brooks presented a Roads fuel cost report; D. Ramsey provided an update on the 2015 Road Calcium by road district and noted the total cost of $46,920.00; and a report prepared by Senior Design & Construction Engineer George Luft on funding sources for road projects.

Prosecutor Dolly Hunt provided a legal update, discussing the following items:  suggested changes to the wheeled all-terrain vehicles ordinance; hearing examiner and noted Community Development Director Mike Lithgow will provide additional information regarding structure, authority and duties of a hearing examiner.  Also presented was a draft memorandum of understanding with Stevens and Spokane counties relating to the coordination of water resource planning in WRIA 55 and other water issues of concern.
