There was no meeting held on Monday, June 9th.   The Commissioners attended the Quad County meeting held in the Stevens County Commissioners’ meeting room in Colville.  
June 10, 2014

The County Commissioners’ meeting was called to order in their meeting room at 9:00am.  All members were present.
(1)
Human Resources Coordinator Shelly Stafford discussed the Human Resources travel budget. She noted that due to health care reform there is a need to attend training on changes in health care insurance requirements.  This year’s training will take place in Yakima.   She also noted that she will be required to attend EEOC training.  Also present was Data Processing Coordinator Jill Shacklett.

Executive Session – S. Stafford requested an executive session regarding collective bargaining pursuant to RCW 42.30.140(4)(a) for twenty-five minutes from 9:55 a.m. to 10:20 a.m.

The Board discussed upcoming meetings, including the Chemical Dependency Task Force meeting to be held on Wednesday at Counseling Services.
(4)
Forest Service District Ranger Gayne Sears called to discuss the Mill Creek & Rocky Creek road exchange and to note the Forest Service has an alternate route on which they will be doing a cost analysis.  She indicated the alternate route would provide the same access as Rocky Creek.  The cost for replacement of the Rocky Creek bridge is a concern.    She will be attending the June 16th, 3:00 p.m. hearing and will bring an engineer with her.

Sheriff Alan Botzheim requested approval to hire two corrections officers and one dispatcher.  Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the request to hire.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.   Motion carried.

The Board recessed for lunch.

Public Works Update - Present were Public Works Director Sam Castro, County Engineer Don Ramsey, Receptionist/Administrative Assistant Teresa Deal, and Temporary Engineering Assistant Christie Wendle.
S. Castro commended T. Deal for her interaction with an elderly customer who was lost.  T. Deal provided the details.   

S. Castro discussed the request to purchase, under the State Contract, snow plow blades which include steel and carbide blades for the twelve truck plows and five graders for the 2014 snow plow season in the amount of $18,744.78 plus tax.  Action will be taken within the Consent Agenda.
S. Castro requested approval to authorize Roads to sole source with Oxford Inc. for the purchase of calcium chloride, noting they are the only vendor in the region that will sell calcium chloride in bulk and that has the equipment to apply the product.  He noted that Roads is reestablishing the calcium chloride application on designated County roads.  Action will be taken within the Consent Agenda.
Roads – S. Castro provided information on the damaged street sweeper, the inspection and an assessment.  He also provided an update on the burglary and theft at Road District 3 shop.    D. Ramsey discussed insurance and noted the stolen pickup was purchased in 2010 for $22,287 plus fees.  The insurance reimbursement for the pickup is $20,400.00.  

C. Castro discussed the Washington Bikes’ press release regarding Washington State’s first US Bicycle Route.  The 407 mile route follows the northern, cross-state-highway corridor, State Route 20, from Newport, Washington at the Idaho border to Anacortes, Washington’s international ferry terminal.  The USBR 10 interstate route will eventually connect all the northern tier states, linking Washington State to Maine and running from the Pacific to the Atlantic Ocean.

Buildings and Grounds - It was noted there have been 1,953 work orders completed over the past five years, with 836 of those resolved within the last fourteen months.      Also provided was an update on the following capital projects: Asphalt project at the Courthouse and the solicitation of bids; Walk-in freezer at the Jail and the request for proposals sent out last week; Evaluation of emergency lighting needs in the Courthouse and the International Building Codes; Emergency boiler replacement and the review of energy efficient rebates.
S. Castro requested approval to authorize James Batie and S. Castro access to the DVR security systems for the purpose of maintenance and operations.   He also discussed the operation of the monitor for the Courthouse security system.   
Solid Waste – It was noted that the District 3 Transfer Station was broken into the same night that Road Shop 3 was burglarized.   

D. Ramsey discussed damage to the Counseling Services van, noting the repair has been placed on hold.  He noted that Counseling Services Director Annabelle Payne states the van does not meet her needs.  This will be discussed further with the Board next week.
