Public Works Update:  Present was County Engineer Don Ramsey.  The 2015 Striping Program was reviewed.    The Board had requested the program be reduced in cost. The county engineer prepared an alternate program that shows the savings of not striping certain sections of collector roads that currently have acceptable levels of retro-reflectivity and eliminating striping all access roads. The cost savings exceeds the reduction requested by the Board. D. Ramsey will prepare a resolution implementing the reduced program to present to the Board next week.

D. Ramsey requested approval to call for bids for Road District 3 2016 Chip Seal program. Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the request.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.

D. Ramsey stated review of the proposal from Firetronics for the Justice Complex Fire Detection System has been completed.  The proposal includes irregularities and conditions.  D. Ramsey is recommending rejection of the bid.  He requested authorization to reissue the Request For Proposal up to a limit of $25,000.  Motion was made by K. Skoog to reject the bid and authorize reissuing the RFP up to a limit of $25,000.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.

D. Ramsey discussed a Small Public Works Agreement with Frank Gurney, Inc. for the installation of three sections of guardrail along LeClerc Road at a cost of $22,185, plus sales tax.   It was noted these sections of the road currently do not have guardrails.  Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the Agreement.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.
