Also present were Treasurer Terri Miller, Auditor Marianne Nichols, and Data Processing Coordinator Jill Shacklett.  The 2013 audit scope will consist of an Accountability Audit, a Financial Statement Audit and a Federal Grant Compliance Audit.

Sheriff Alan Botzheim requested approval to hire a provisional Marine Patrol Technician to assist in the operation of the Sheriff’s Marine boats. It was noted there is no Civil Service Eligibility List and in the absence of a list the Sheriff has the authority for a provisional appointment.   Motion was made by S. Kiss to approve the hiring of a provisional Marine Patrol Technician.  Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.   Motion carried.

Public Hearing-Discuss and possibly lease to the highest responsible commercial bidder over a minimum bid certain County property located at 208 Main Street in the Town of Ione. The hearing was opened and the notice was read.   Present was Lonnie Johnson on behalf of Wendy Pettis. L. Johnson presented W. Pettis’ proposal of an espresso stand, making improvements to the property for running water, waste water and power.  The property would be graveled and dust control would be applied.  Also planned are esoteric improvements including a visitor’s kiosk. The improvements would become a permanent part of the property. The proposal is for a three-year lease at $100/month plus capital improvements. There was no public comment.  The hearing was closed.

Public Works Update – D. Ramsey presented and discussed his Engineer’s Report regarding Rocky Creek Road and Mill Creek Road.  The bid structure for the rock crush was discussed.    K. Skoog spoke about a water concern of a Northshore Diamond Lake resident.  She discussed water availability, in-stream flows and water permits.  She also discussed the Little Spokane River Road, noting she had driven to the area of concern. S. Kiss discussed the maintenance schedule for the Muddy Creek Bridge.   D. Ramsey noted it is on this year’s schedule.

Among the items discussed were: Upgrades of Next Gen 911 and the Cisco phone system, noting the phone system is scheduled to be upgraded next year and both systems will need to be upgraded at the same time since they run off each other; working with a vendor for a quote and looking at end of July or beginning of August for implementation of a new CAD server; Dual Factor Authentication; Barracuda archiver; Courtroom security and computer display for Courtroom Security Officer; Cross Match quotes for Jail, Civil and the Courts.

Elected Officials and Department Heads - Present were S. Botzheim, Treasurer Terri Miller, Assistant Treasurer/Financial Supervisor Lisa Vallieres. District Court Judge Philip Van de Veer; District Court Administrator Rachel Johnson, Community Development Director Mike Lithgow, Assessor James McCroskey, T. Metzger, Counseling Services Director Annabelle Payne, Data Processing Coordinator Jill Shacklett, Administrative Assistant Teresa Brooks, Weed Control Coordinator Sharon Sorby and  Human Resources Coordinator Shelly Stafford.  K. Skoog discussed the following:  last weekend’s volunteer fair and the possibility of a venue change, noting surveys are available on-line for community input; Legislative Steering Committee passing of Issue Papers on transportation, transfer of public lands and behavioral health.
T. Miller referenced education funding and the McCleary case, noting the state departments have been directed to cut their budgets by 15%.  T. Metzger noted we will see a sustained effort at every level to shift costs to the counties.  T. Brooks noted the Road Department is in construction season, Buildings and Grounds are working on projects including the Courthouse parking lot.   She noted the Risk Management Policy is being redone. The policy will provide procedures with the goal of minimizing our claims and managing the County’s risks.  Also discussed were Labor and Industries work-related claims, noting a loss of membership in the Risk Pool due to our loss history.  J. Shacklett noted the State Auditor is here and in order to meet the Fed’s deadline auditing of grants is now taking place.  The remaining parts of their audit will take place later this summer.  Also noted was the mailing of primary election ballots.  A. Payne discussed Chemical Dependency program’s being in jeopardy of closing and the need for wheelchair van for the Developmental Disabled program.   R. Johnson provided a District Court update and Judge Van de Veer discussed the unfunded mandate which set the minimum standards for public defenders and case load limits.  T. Miller noted the Treasurer’s office began this year with 448 foreclosures and will be down to five as of today.  J. McCroskey noted they are ahead of last year’s assessment schedule by two and one-half months.  He also discussed compliance with the senior exemption program, farm and ag program and the timber program.  M. Lithgow discussed new construction and the increase in single family residences and noted there are many large residences.  There is an increase in building activity for marijuana production facilities, as well as training and storage facilities at the Mine.  The Water Trail signage is going up and he promoted attendance at the Tri-Town Float Down on July 19th and 20th as well as for  the Poker Paddle which will be held on August 9th and 10th.  S. Sorby noted the cooperative projects with Roads in treating the guard rails and Buildings and Grounds’ assistance with a mixing shop and storage facilities.  T. Metzger noted that felony filings for this year are higher than last year.   S. Kiss commended all departments for their teamwork and for working with constituents.

Annabelle Payne provided a Counseling Services update for June, discussing the following items:   Developmental Disability Program - Need for a van that is wheel chair accessible; Mental Health Program – Mental Health Professional position update and will be requesting Spokane County Regional Support Network for capacity workforce funding for a Compliance Officer, a Business Administrative Assistant and a Co-Occurring Professional; Substance Abuse Treatment/Prevention Program – The next planning meeting is July 2nd at 3p.m. Counseling prevention program is offering a community training on Environmental Prevention Strategies and an Overview of Prevention Science Keeping Youth Drug Free which is scheduled for June 25th at the Camas Center for Community Wellness from 1-4 p.m..  Also, the Youth Task Force is coordinating a Community Mobilization event for the purpose of bringing community partners together to address common issues.  This event will likely be held in late August.
