Shacklett, and citizen Bob Eugene.  The governing RCW for rate setting is:  RCW 36.33(a).040 “Rates for equipment rental noting the rated for the rental of equipment owned by the fund shall be set to cover all costs of maintenance and repair, material and supplies consumed in operating or maintain the equipment, and the future replacement thereof.”

Items discussed were:  costs for calendar year 2014 for vehicles, cost by department for ER&R vehicle use, replacement of vehicles since 2009, purchase costs, 2014 revenue and expenditures, gasoline usage by department, rate computation, ER&R fund accounts, projected fund balances, cost overruns from 2009 to present, and proposed cost overrun/underrun rule and policy changes.
