The Board recessed for lunch.

A conference call was held with Spokane Regional Support Network regarding an update on Mental Health and Chemical Dependency programs and funding.   Present were:  A. Payne, T. Stern and K. Martin.   The following items were discussed:  Adult Behavioral Health System Task Force; Regional Service Area recommendations and timeline;
the July 18th meeting and the Final Regional Service Areas and WSAC’s recommendation to the Task Force; reasonable rates for the State and adjusted measurements; revision of Eastern State Hospital bed allocation; update by North Central Counties on the status of the counties substance abuse programs and funding viability until 2016.  Preparation for the next Legislative Session was discussed which included the need for County Commissioners’ involvement in educating legislators on the following matters:  remove the state hospital bed-use penalty requirement, DSHS preparing for a 15% cut in mental health for the 2015-2017 budget, and substance abuse funding reductions are anticipated.

Public Works Update – Present were:  Public Works Director Sam Castro, County Engineer Don Ramsey, and Administrative Assistant Teresa Brooks.  Also present was Data Processing Coordinator Jill Shacklett.  T. Brooks, S. Castro and J. Shacklett discussed the Capital Asset Policy as it relates to the minimum value for small and attractive assets to be placed on the inventory.  A meeting will be scheduled with the offices of the Sheriff, ITS, ER&R, T. Brooks, J. Shacklett, T. Brooks, Commissioner Programs Christine Rahoun and Commissioner Kiss to discuss and make a recommendation to the Board.
S. Castro provided a Road Department update, noting paving on Spring Valley Road; Road stripping begins Thursday; the crush rock award notice is being submitted to Woods; an underwater bridge inspection award has been made to Herrera Inc. in the amount of $14,500; RAC award for West Branch LeClerc Bridge project and thank-you to the Board for their support of the project and the receipt of the requested amount.   S. Castro also noted the Consultant agreement for Sandy Shores has been submitted.  

ER&R Update - S. Castro and D. Ramsey discussed the road trailer status, usage and cost savings, the ER&R policy and suggested amendment to that policy.
Buildings and Grounds Update – S. Castro confirmed the Board’s direction on the 227 Garden Building to proceed with repair of the roof.  This direction was confirmed and it was noted the funds would come from the Capital Facilities fund.
