D. Ramsey discussed the bids received for the Garden Building Remodel project and recommended the bid be awarded to the lowest bidder Krueger Sheet Metal of Spokane in the bid amount of $202,489.00, not including tax.  Motion was made by M. Manus to approve awarding the bid to Krueger Sheet Metal in the amount stated.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.  S. Castro noted the project completion date is October 30, 2015.

S. Castro requested approval to fund the ADA sidewalk project for the Garden Building from the Public Facilities Fund No. 134.   Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the request.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.

Roads – Items discussed were:  The recent Federal Bridge Compliance Audit and the audit of nineteen folders; Coyote Trail paving; and it was noted that chip sealing should be completed Tuesday.

Buildings and Grounds- Items discussed were:  Contract preparation for the Hall of Justice Fire Detection System; upcoming Garden Building walkthrough and the participation of seven contractors; Garden Building ADA Sidewalk project and use of County forces; and a review of the Hall of Justice sidewalk mitigation.  Also discussed was the low water pressure in the County Courthouse.  S. Castro noted the City’s system is up and charged, and the design and installation of a booster pump was discussed.    Also discussed was a recent meeting with Republic Services.

D. Ramsey discussed the Washington Counties Risk Pool property appraisal program, noting they will be appraising all County buildings at the District 1 Road Shop, the Southside Transfer Station and the Fairground buildings.
