Baldy Fire Update from Forest Service, the Incident Management Team and Department of Natural Resources held in the Emergency Management conference room.   Present were:  Forest Ranger Gayne Sears, US Forest Service Washington Incident Management Team Incident Commander Pat Halford, Department of Natural Resources Agency Representative Arne Johnson, USFS Incident Management Team WIIMT #4 Incident Commander Brian Gales, Forest Service Information Officer Karen Ripley, Sheriff Alan Botzheim, Emergency Management Deputy Director JoAnn Boggs, Dispatch E-911 Coordinator Steve West, ITS GIS Manager Josh Shelton, S. Castro, M. Nichols, T. Miller, Counseling Services Director Annabelle Payne, M. Lithgow and Risk Manager Teresa Brooks.  G. Sears opened the meeting asking for introductions and noting the purpose of the meeting was to provide an update on the Baldy Mountain Fire.  B. Gales discussed the fuels levels as being high for fire, to-date 342 acres are involved, aviation assets, options to check the fire through fire lines, noting assets around the area include power lines and fibre and timberlands, both private and public.  There are 220 personnel present with the availability of four hotshot crews of twenty each.  There are a couple of Type 2 teams present, as well as five to ten engines set up if there is a need for fire protection of structures.  The priority is to control the southern and eastern portions due to values at risk, however at this time there are not any critical needs.   K. Ripley discussed the inciweb website which is a national website for disasters, noting the Baldy Fire is incident number 4437.  The Command Center is located at the Selkirk High School and they are a visible presence in the community. B. Gales noted daily stakeholder meetings at 5:00 p.m. at the Selkirk High School for stakeholders to share information regarding resources, concerns, risks, etc.  G. Sears discussed the closure of roads and areas around the fire to the public.  The closure will protect the safety of the firefighters and the public.  J. Boggs discussed preparation of a resolution for a disaster declaration.  Volunteerism and donations were discussed and it was noted donations could be made to the Wildland Firefighters Foundation.

The Board reviewed the resolution submitted by J. Boggs for a local emergency declaration due to a fast moving wildfire resulting in the actual and potential losses over a large area of the Baldy Mountain area northwest of Ione.  Motion was made by M. Manus to approve the resolution.  Motion was seconded by K. Skoog.  Motion carried.
