Other items discussed were the Legislative Steering Committee 2015 Roster, the 2016 meeting list, 2015 fiscal sustainability and 2015 Legislative Review included discussion of the following: fiscal sustainability bills and real estate excise tax flexibility, HB 2136, Access to benefits provided by the Public Employee Benefit Board, permit fee flexibility, transfer of public lands, public health, transportation and public works and the State’s 2015-2017 operating budget.  Also discussed was a 2015 After Session Bill List.
