K. Skoog provided an update to the Leaders Meeting she attended last week. Items the group discussed were the PUD survey and the Diking District.

The Board discussed Diking District 1. The map of the boundaries was requested as well as the ownership of the property. Also present was Assessor Jim McCroskey.

Executive Session-Human Resources Coordinator Shelly Peters requested an executive session regarding performance of a public employee pursuant to RCW 42.30.110(1)(g) for 10 minutes from 1:20 to 1:30.

Prosecutor Dolly Hunt provided a legal update. Among items discussed were:  consideration of options for the Diking District, review of Herd District document and repealing a resolution. S. Kiss expressed a constituent’s concern regarding a conditional use permit issued to a marijuana operation.  Also present was county citizen Bob Eugene and former County Commissioner Diane Wear.

Public Comment Period – D. Wear presented a request for support of the Fertile Valley Road Project to be placed on 2016 Budget. County citizen Pat Williams was present to voice concern about the material used for the maintenance of Telephone Road.

The meeting resumed.

K. Skoog mentioned a constituent’s complaint regarding dust caused by the sewer project contractors on the roads near Sacheen Lake. Another constituent in that area had inquired about mandatory hook up to Sacheen Sewer.

County Extension Director/4-H Youth Development Agent Mike Jensen provided a WSU Extension Update. Also present was WSU Extension Coordinator Carol Mack. C. Mack provided a presentation regarding the Kalispel Tribal Extension. The Federally Recognized Tribes Extension Program (FRTEP) provided a grant to support the Kalispel Career Training Center. Community identified project areas included: Youth Programs, Natural Resources, Food Sovereignty (gardening and traditional foods) and Health & Nutrition (partnership with Food $ense Program). 

M. Jensen expressed gratitude for the work space provided during the Garden Building remodel. He added that WSU will be providing paint and carpet for the remodel.

The Pend Oreille County Fair was a success this year. There was an increase to 4-H exhibits in the indoor building. 

The Food $ense program may see a reduction in funding in the coming years.

The Board recessed for lunch.

County Engineer Don Ramsey was present to discuss the Fertile Valley Road Project. The project was approved for Rural Arterial Program funding in March, 2010 to widen the roadway, provide grading, drainage and curbs. The estimated cost is $2.3 million, of which $230,000 must be paid for by the County. The 6-year plan was granted a 2-year extension due to the lack of local funding and the sewer project. This extended the onset of the project to March, 2018. In the interest of everyone involved, D. Ramsey proposed a project update workshop be conducted in the upcoming months to be held in the Sacheen Lake Community.

Water Bank Discussion: Community Development Director Mike Lithgow was present to discuss the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) regarding Water Resource Inventory Area (WRIA) 55. Also present was B. Eugene. The summary of the Policy Advisory Group’s June 17, 2015 meeting was presented. Also presented was the Little Spokane River Basin Water Bank Feasibility Study. Among items discussed were: the viability of a water bank, a voluntary water bank, leasing/purchasing water rights, current water levels and protecting the rights of the Pend Oreille County citizens. Prosecuting Attorney Dolly Hunt has made revisions to the original MOU. The Board agreed with the proposed modifications and are requesting the revised MOU be sent to Spokane County and Stevens County for approval.

M. Lithgow stated that Growth Management Services has recognized Pend Oreille County as a small and slow growing county, therefore making it eligible for a 2-year extension to submit the Comprehensive Plan and Development Regulations.
