Public Works Director Sam Castro, County Engineer Don Ramsey, District 1 Foreman Mark Long, District 2 Foreman Dan Reijonen, Senior Design and Construction Engineer George Luft and Office Manager/Risk Manager Teresa Brooks discussed the identification of roads in need of repair and cost of each project within the road districts.  Specific items discussed were .09 roads in need of patching and paving, gravel roads that need to be rocked and roads identified for the calcium program.  The cost of preservation and chip seal was discussed  G. Luft noted the County has rock stockpiled for 20 to 22 miles of chip sealing at about 250 tons needed per mile.   S. Castro advocated for an additional rock crush in 2015.

Castro, County Clerk Tammie Ownbey, Treasurer Terri Miller, Weed Coordinator Sharon Sorby, WSU Extension Director Mike Jensen, ITS Director Chad Goodhue, Assessor Jim McCroskey, District Court Administrator Rachel Johnson, Counseling Services Director Annabelle Payne, Sheriff Alan Botzheim and Human Resources Coordinator Shelly Stafford.  S. Stafford provided an update on open enrollment, advertising of position, County’s draft Safety Policy and upcoming fire extinguisher training; M. Manus discussed the budget, public defender contracts with one public defender added due to case load limits, working with A. Payne and the Hospital regarding rapid changes in healthcare and noted that a community coalition has been formed; T. Miller discussed year-end closing work, including a foreclosure sale done in December; A. Payne noted funds are being received regarding Mental Health; R. Johnson noted District Court is working on year-end file closings; C. Goodhue discussed a recent virus and also noted the Unified Threat Management Appliance is being installed and currently tested for communication with the State;  D. Ramsey noted fuel costs are down; J. McCroskey noted assessment values have been certified; M. Nichols noted the Auditor’s office is working on finalization of the 2015 budget, upcoming hearings on the 22nd for 2014 supplemental budget appropriations and 2015 budget approval and also discussed the switch over from credit cards to purchase cards; T. Ownbey provided an update on Superior Court, the State’s new case management system and receipt of new fingerprinting machines;  D. Hunt noted the transitioning of civil files, coroner files, and the current advertising for a new deputy prosecutor;  T. Metzger discussed the office transition;  A. Botzheim noted they are working on new policies for the Jail and Sheriff’s Offices with the purpose of risk reduction; K. Skoog discussed  PILT and SRS funding.  M. Lithgow discussed department changes, rezones, appeals, new Parks projects and upgrading of Park infrastructure;  S. Castro summarized 2014 accomplishments within Public Works, noting the Garden building and Jail updates, with one-half of the Garden Building now occupied;  M. Jensen discussed opportunities within the County and highlighted changes done within last year, including the restructuring of staff.  Steve Kiss discussed workforce development and education needs and opportunities for our youth.

Matthew Peterson of Republic Services and Don Tibbett, the General Manager of Roosevelt Regional Landfill discussed the 20 year partnership with Pend Oreille County regarding disposal and operation of the transfer station.  They noted approximately 7000 tons of municipal solid waste is generated annually by Pend Oreille County and exported by truck to the Burlington Northern Sante Fe rail hub in Spokane Valley and then shipped by rail to the Roosevelt Regional landfill & Gas-to-Energy facility which captures methane gas from the breakdown of solid waste turning it into energy.  It was noted the Roosevelt Gas-to-Energy Facility opened in 1998 with a 10 megawatt generating capacity and expanded in 2011 with a total capacity of 37 megawatts.

Public Hearing: Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program And Annual Construction Program.  The hearing was opened and the notice was read.   Present were S. Castro, D. Ramsey, M. Lithgow, Robert Lundy and via telephone were Diane Wear, Brad Wear and Don Hill.     D. Ramsey discussed the following:   projects within the 2014 Bridge Report and the Six-Year Program (20 projects identified by priority) within the following categories:  Bridges and Structures, Preservation, Traffic Safety, New Construction, Reconstruction and 3R, Fish Passage, and Trails and Paths.  Comments:  R. Lundy voiced his support of the Fertile Valley widening project and discussed the installation of a pedestrian lane and moving the project up to 2015. D. Wear voiced her agreement with Mr. Lundy’s comments and also asked for clarification of the McKenzie Road project and ranking.   D. Hill noted he agrees with D. Wear and R. Lundy and urges the project be kept on the list.  B. Wear discussed the construction being done in 2016 and his concern about the road status in the interim. There being no further comments, the hearing was closed.

Motion was made by M. Manus to adopt the Six-Year Transportation Improvement Plan.  Motion was seconded by S. Kiss.  Motion carried.
