Ramsey discussed the Preservation program, noting when finalized the document would be put on the County’s website.     S. Castro discussed an emergency regarding a culvert failure at Miltner Slough crossing on LeClerc Road S.  A site visit was made by S. Castro, D. Ramsey and K. Skoog last Friday. An unknown party removed a portion of the earthwork footing beneath the concrete block facing and installed a small earth dike that directed water flow against the footing area of the concrete block facing, S. Castro requested approval of a resolution declaring an emergency for the purpose of a hydraulic project permit and procuring public works contract without the competitive bidding process.  The resolution was approved within the Consent Agenda.

Other matters discussed were:  cleaning service at the 227 Garden Building; Solid Waste tipping wall update, staffing update and call-outs/weather.

Also, the Kalispel People’s Place has offered $35/class in the form of a Safeway Purchase Order, to assist with the cost of a twice a month adult nutrition education class.  Food sense, in collaboration with the School Health and Wellness, Advisory Committee, will plan on this event occurring during the school day at Stratton Elementary to introduce the students to new and “untried” vegetable food items.

4-H Youth Development – About ten youth and several adults are working through the “Know Your Government” curriculum.  They are meeting on Sunday evenings to work on projects and plan for the trip to Olympia in February.  An additional curriculum item of forestry and logging was discussed.  Leader training will take place monthly in 2015 with the goal of training all 4-H volunteers.

An update to WSU Extension’s website was discussed.
