Potts & Associates Lobbyist Zak Kennedy was present via telephone conference call for a legislative update. Also present was B. Eugene. Topics discussed included bills regarding prescriptive burning, paint stewardship and county road maintenance.

The Board reviewed the Human Resources job description. Also present were Human Resources Manager Shelly Peters and B. Eugene.

The hearing was opened and the notice was read. S. Castro opened the five bids received from Knife River Corporation, Idaho Asphalt Supply, Woods Crushing & Hauling, Inland Asphalt and Western States Asphalt. The hearing was closed. S. Castro requested time to review the bids and make a recommendation during the Public Works Update.

The group discussed purchasing three pursuit rated Chevy Tahoes for the Sheriff Department as well as designating the sole source for outfitting of Sheriff Vehicles.

S. Castro recommended approval to purchase a 2016 Ford F150 Crew Cab 4x4 from Corwin Ford. Motion was made by S. Kiss to approve the purchase of the 2016 Ford F150 4x4 to replace the 2006 Ford F150 4x4. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried.

S. Castro recommended approval for outfitting each of the two International trucks with a dump box and snow wing. Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the purchase of dump bodies for the two 2016 International trucks. Motion was seconded by S. Kiss. Motion carried.

S. Castro requested Board approval for compensation to Buildings and Grounds staff for their support during the November windstorm at the rate of $1.75 per hour. Motion was made by S. Kiss to approve the emergency on call pay. Motion was seconded by K. Skoog. Motion carried.

S. Castro presented the Title VI Coordinator Policy Statement and Non-Discrimination Agreement as well as the Annual Report for 2015. Motion was made by K. Skoog to approve the Chair to sign both documents. Motion was seconded by S. Kiss. Motion carried.
