S. Castro presented a Certificate of Appreciation to R. Moran for exemplary service.

T. Brooks provided an update on the Management & Supervisory training last week. Also discussed was a policy regarding service contracts for vehicle repair.

S. Castro reviewed the Garden Building Remodel and recommended the Board close out the project. After review of the supporting documents, it was determined the project was completed. As Board Chair, M. Manus signed the document officially closing the project.

D. Ramsey discussed a supplemental agreement to the Load Ratings Agreement (2015-55) with Nicholls Kovich Engineering, PLLC for bridge projects. Motion was made by S. D. Ramsey discussed the selection of a qualified surveyor for the Indian Creek and Sandy Shores projects. Motion was made by K. Skoog to hire Sewell Engineering for the surveying of Indian Creek and Sandy Shores. Motion was seconded by S. Kiss. Motion carried.

S. Castro provided information regarding the parking lot at the fairgrounds, tipping floor repairs, the contract with Republic Services and bids for fleet vehicles.
